1.6 Board. "Board” shall mean the Board of Directors of the Association.

1.7 Building. "Building” shall mean a structure, including a residence, having

a roof supported by columns or walls for the sheiter, support or enclosure of persons
or property.

1.8 Bvlaws. "Bylaws” shall mean the Bylaws of the Association which may
be adopted by the Board, as the Bylaws may from time to time be amended.

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1.9 Common Area. "Conimon Area” shall mean (i) Lots Fifty-three (53) and‘

Fifty-four (54), Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3, (ii) those portions of the
Subdivision identified as "Private Streets” on the recorded plats of the Subdivision, and
{iii) all joint use access easements as shown on the recorded piats of the Subdivision.

1.10 Declarant. "Declarant” shall mean Lakewind Holdings, Ltd., and its duly
authorized representatives and successors or assigns; provided, however, any
assignment of the rights of Lakewind Holdings, Ltd., as Declarant, must be expressly
set forth in a written instrument recorded in the Real Property Records of Travis
County, Texas. The mere conveyance of a portion of the Property without such a
written, recorded assignment of the rights of Declarant shalli not be sufficient to
constitute an assignment of the rights of Declarant hereunder.

1.11  Declaration. "Declaration” shall mean this instrument, as this instrument
may from time to time be amended or supplemented.

1.12 mprovement. “Improvement” shall mean every structure and all
appurtenances thereto of every type and kind, including but not limited to Buiidings,
outbuildings, storage sheds, patios, tennis courts, swimming pools, garages, storage
buildings, playscapes, treehouses, swing sets, tences, screening walls, retaining walls,
stairs, steps, porches, mailboxes, walkways, driveways, decks, landscaping, poles,
signs, exterior air conditioning, water softener fixtures or equipment, exterior lighting
fixtures and equipment, and poles, pumps, wells, tanks, reservoirs, pipes, lines,
meters, antennae, aerials, satellite dishes, wind generators, solar collectors, towers
and other facilities used in connection with water, sewer, gas, electric, telephone,
regular or cable television and other utilities.

1.13 Lot(s}. "Lot" or "Lots” shall mean the lot or lots of land within the
Property as established on the plat for the Subdivision.

1.14 Manager. "Manager” shall mean the person, firm or corporation, if any,
employed by the Association pursuant to this Declaration and delegated the duties,
powers and functions of the Association as provided in Section 4.5(c) hereof.

1.15 Member. "Member" shall mean any person or entity who is a member
of the Association.

1.16 Mortgage. "Mortgage” shall mean any mortgage or deed of trust
covering any portion of the Property, including any Lot or Lots, voluntarily given by an
Owner to secure the payment of a debt,
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1.17 Owner(s}). "Owner(s)" shall mean any person or entity, including
Declarant, holding record legal title to a fee simple interest in any portion of the
Property, including any Lot or Lots, but shall not include any Beneficiary whose sole
interest in the Property or a portion thereof is derived from a Mortgage.

1.18 Plans and Specifications. "Plans and Specifications” shall mean any and
all documents designed to guide or control the construction, alteration or removal of
any Improvement, including but not limited to those indicating location, size, shape,
configuration, materials, including roofing materials, site plans, excavation plans,
grading plans, foundation plans, drainage plans, landscaping plans, fencing plans,
screening plans, elevation drawings, floor plans, exterior lighting plans, specifications
on all building products and construction techniques, samples of exterior colors and
materials, plans for utility services, and all other documentation or information relevant
to such construction, alteration or removal.

1.19 Subdivision. "Subdivision” shall collectively mean all of (i) LAKEWIND
ESTATES SECTION 3, a subdivision in Travis County, Texas, according to the map or
plat of record in Volume ., Pages . Plat Records of Travis County, Texas (ii)
LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 1, a subdivision recorded in Volume 98, Page 368,
Plat Records of Travis County, Texas; and (iii) LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 2, a
subdivision recorded in Volume 98, Page 374, Plat Records of Travis County, Texas.

ARTICLE 2
RESTRICTIONS

Except for the Common Area and Lot Fifty-one {51), Block A, and Lot Fifty-five
{55}, Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3, all of the Property shall be owned,

encumbered, leased, used, occupied, enjoyed and conveyed subject to the following
limitations and restrictions:

2.1

{a)}  All Lots shall be improved and used solely for single family
residential use and accessory uses, including, without limitation, a garage, fencing and
such other Improvements as are necessary or customarily incident to residential use.
No manufacturing, trade, business, commerce, industry, profession or other occupation
whatsoever may be conducted or carried on in any portion of the Property or in any
Improvement thereon. No Improvement constructed on a Lot may be used as an
apartment house, flat, lodging house or hotel, but such Improvements may be leased
for single family residential purposes for a minimum term of thirty {30) days.

(b)  No improvement may be constructed, altered or removed upon
or from any of the Property without the prior written approval of the Architectura’
Committee. Any action, other than normal maintenance, which in any way alters the
exterior appearance of any Improvement, including, without limitation, its color, or
which involves the removal of any Improvement or the alteration of the landscaping

on a Lot, shall be performed only with the prior written approval of the Architectural
Committee.

{c) No Improvement may be constructed on any Lot which would
unnecessarily obstruct the view from other portions of the Property, and the
positioning of all Improvements upon all Lots is hereby expressly made subject to
Architectural Committee review. The Architectural Committee may prevent or allow
the construction of a proposed Improvement based upon the effect it will have upon
the view from any particular Lot; provided, however, notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in this Declaration, the Architectural Committee, the members thereof and the
Board shall not be liable to any Owner for monetary damages or otherwise due to the
construction of any Improvement within the Property or the creation thereby of an
obstruction to the view from such Owner's Lot or Lots. No Improvement shall be
allowed on any Lot that is of such size or architectural design or that involves the use
of such landscaping, color schemes, exterior finishes and materials and similar features
as to be incompatible with residential development in the Subdivision and the
surrounding area.

2.2 Building Height. No Improvement greater than thirty-five feet (35'} in
Height may be constructed on any Lot. For purposes of this Section 2.2, Height
means the vertical distance from "grade” to the highest point of the coping of a flat
roof or to the deck line of a mansard roof or to the average height of the highest gable
on a pitched or hipped roof, or if none of the preceding, then to the highest point of
the improvement. As applied to a Building, Height is measured from an elevation
derived from the average of the highest and lowest grade adjacent to the Building.

(a) All single family residences shall be of recognized standard
construction quality, and shall be constructed of at least one hundred percent {(100%)
of the area of each residence’s front, rear and sides (exclusive of areas above the roof
line) shall be covered with masonry or other material specifically approved in writing
by the Architectural Committee. Roofing materials must be of high grade and quality
and consistent with the exterior design, color and appearance of other Improvements
within the Property. At a minimum, 25-year guaranteed tile or slate roofing material
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shall be required. No composite shingles shall be permitted. All windows shall contain
clear or lightly tinted, non-reflective glass.

(b}  Each single family residence constructed on the Property shali
contain not less than three thousand (3,000} square feet of enclosed living space,
exclusive of porches and patios (open or covered}, dacks and garages. The first floor
of any two-story residence shall contain at least one thousand five hundred (1,500}
square feet of total living area. The second story fioor area, inclusive of interior open
space to the first floor, of the residence shall not exceed seventy-five percent {75%)
of the enclosed first fioor area of the residence (heated or air conditioned), including
garages, but excluding covered outdoor spaces and decks.

(c) if a collective mailbox arrangement is not utilized for all of the
Subdivision, any housing for individual mailboxes constructed in front of a residence
shall be architecturally integrated with the residence which such mailbox is to serve
and shall be of similar construction and form to such residence.

2.4 Governmental Reguirements. All improvements and construction shall
comply with all applicable governmental laws, ordinances and regulations.

2.5 Subdividing. No Lot shall be further divided or subdivided, nor may any
easements or other interests therein less than the whole be conveyed by the Owner
thereof without the prior written approval of the Architectural Committee; provided,
however, that when Declarant is the Owner thereof, Declarant may further divide and
subdivide any Lot and convey an easement or other interest less than the whole, all
without the approval of the Architectural Committee.

2.6 Signs. Except for the permanent entrance sign for the Subdivision, no
sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view without the prior written approval
of the Architectural Committee, except for signs which are part of Declarant's overall
marketing plan for the Property. The Architectural Committee may permit signs of any

type advertising portions of the Property for sale or lease and it may set standards for
the same.

2.7 Rubbish and Debris. No rubbish or debris of any kind shall be placed or
permitted to accumulate upon the Property or any portion thereof and no odors shall
be permitted to arise therefrom so as to render the Property or any portion thereof
unsanitary, unsightly, offensive or detrimental to any other property or to its
occupants. Refuse, garbage and trash shall be kept at all times in covered containers
and all such containers shall at all times be kept within an enclosed structure or
appropriately screened from view of all adjacent property and public and private rights-
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of-way; provided, however, garbage containers shall be permitted to be placed outside
of enclosed structures and may be removed from screened areas a maximum of two

(2) times each week, for no longer than twelve (12} hours each time, for garbage
collection.

2.8 Noise; Nuisances. No exterior speakers, horns, whistles, bells or other
sound devices (other than security devices used exclusively for security purposes) shall
be located, used or placed on any portion of the Property. No noise or other nuisance
shall be permitted to exist or operate upon any portion of the Property so as to be
offensive or detrimental to any other portion of the Property or its occupants. No
noxious or offensive activity shall be conducted on any portion of the Property. The

Board, in its sole discretion, shall determine whether an action or activity constitutes
a violation of this Section 2.8.

improvements upon the Propertv shall at all tlmes be kept in good condltton and repair
and adequately painted or otherwise maintained by the Owner thereof. All windows
in any Improvement on the Property facing any public or private right-of-way shall have
draperies or shutters installed by the resident or Owner thereof. Within sixty (60) days
of complstion of construction on any Lot, all landscaping on such Lot shown on the
Plans and Specifications for the Improvements on such Lot shall be completed and
shall at all times thereafter be kept in neat and well-groomed condition and
appearance, with all trees, shrubs and plantings properly pruned, yards reguiarly
mowed, edged and raked and all areas kept free of trash, debris, weeds and
overgrowth. Each Owner shall keep all trees, shrubs, grass and plantings on such
Owner's Lot or Lots free of disease and insects consistent with good horticultural
practice. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, each Owner shall promptly
treat oak trees on their Lots that show symptoms of oak wilt or other life-threatening
diseases in a manner consistent with good horticultural practice. The Board, in its sole

discretion, shall determine whether the provisions of this Section 2.9 have been
satisfied.

2.10

(a)  No activities shall be conducted or allowed to exist on any portion
of the Property and no Improvements shall be constructed on the Property which are
or might be unsafe or hazardous to any person or property. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, activities that are expressly prohibited include {1) mining,
quarrying, drilling, boring, or exploring for or removing water, oil, gas, or other
hydrocarbons, minerals of any kind, rocks, stones, sand, gravel, aggregate or earth,
{2) the use or discharge of firecrackers or other fireworks within the Property, (3) the
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use or storage of liquid propane gas, gasoline, oil or any type of flammabile liquids or
gases in other than closed tanks with capacities of five (5) gallons or less within an
enclosed structure or permanently screened from view, provided, however, only such
liquids and gases as are customarily used for residential purposes shall be allowed on
the Property, (4) any activities which may be offensive or hazardous by reason of odor,
fumes, dust, smoke, noise, vision, vibration or pollution, or which are hazardous by
reason of excessive danger, fire or explosion, (5) hunting, trapping and the discharge
of firearms, {(6) open fires in other than a contained barbecue unit for cooking
purposes, while attended and in use, or within 8 safe and well designed interior
fireplace, (7) the use of bows and arrows, crossbows, slingshots, darts or other
projactile devices, or (8) the discharge or leakage of any type of hazardous or toxic
chemical or material, such as oil, fertilizers, pesticides or herbicides, provided,

however, only such materials as are customarily used for residential purposes shall be
allowed on the Property.

(b}  No fertilizers, pasticides or herbicides other than those generally
available for consumer use and approved by an agency, such as the Food and Drug
Administration, for the purpose intended shall be placed, used or stored on any Lot.
All Owners using any such materials shall strictly comply with all instructions provided
with such materials and shall take proper pracautions in placing, using and storing such
materials so that such materials are contained at all times and do not result in the
unnecessary discharge thereof into Lake Travis or onto any other Lot.

2.11  Vehicles: Unsightly Articles; Temporary Structyres.

(a)  Passenger vehicles, motorcycles and scooters owned or used by
an Owner shall not be parked or left on any portion of the Property other than such
Owner's garage or driveway for longer than twelve (12) hours at a time. No mobile
homes, boats, buses, trucks (other than passenger vehicle trucks), boat trailers,
graders, tractors or wagons shall be parked or placed on any Lot at any time; provided,
however, construction equipmant may be left on a Lot during construction on such
Lot, but shall be removed as soon as such equipment is no longer needed in such
construction. No travel trailers or recreational vehicles shall be parked on or near any
Lot so as to be visible from adjoining property or public or private rights-of-way for
longer than forty-eight {48) hours at a time.

{b) No junk vehicles or equipment, spare vehicle or equipment parts
or other article deemed to be unsightly by the Board shall be permitted to remain on
any Lot so as to be visible from adjoining property or public or private rights-of-way.
All garden maintenance equipment shall be kept at all times, except when in actual
use, in an enclosed structure or screened from view of adjoining property and public
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and private rights-of-way. No recreational equipment, including but not limited to
swing sets, playscapes, skate boards, bicycles, skate board or bicycle ramps,
basketball hoops and nets or badminton nets, shall be permitted in the front yard of
any residence on the Property. Gardens shall be permitted for household use only and
shall not be permitted in the front yards of residences. No repair or maintenance work
shall be done on any garden maintenance equipment or on any vehicle (other than
minor emergency repairs) except in an enclosed garage or other structure, Service
areas, storage areas, compost piles and facilities for hanging, drying or airing clothing
or household materials shall be appropriately screened from view and no lumber, grass,
plant waste, shrub or tree clippings, metals, bulk materials or scrap or refuse of trash
shall be kept, stored or allowed to accumulate on any portion of the Property except
within an enclosed structure or appropriately screened from view,

{c) No tent, shack, barn or other temporary Improvement shall be
placed upon any portion of the Property; provided, however, that temporary structures
necessary for storage of tools and equipment and for office space for architects,
builders and foremen during actual construction may be maintained with the prior
written approval of the Architectural Committee, such approval to include the nature,
size, duration and location of such structure.

2.12 Animals. No kennel or other facility for raising or boarding dogs or other
animals for commercial purposes shall be kept on any Lot. Only the keeping of
ordinary household pets such as dogs and cats, not to exceed two (2) each in number,
is allowed; however, no breeding, raising, or boarding of such pets is permitted on any
Lot. No pit bull terriers or other dangerous breed of dogs as determined by the Board
in its sole discretion may be kept on any Lot for any period of time. All pets permitted
by this Declaration to be kept on a Lot shall at all times be properly vaccinated and
cared for. No poultry or livestock of any kind may be kept on any Lot for any period
of time. All pets shall be kept on the Owner's Lot and shall not be allowed to roam

loose, and Owners having pets shall keep their Lot and all other Lots free of offensive
or unsanitary accumulations of waste from their pet.

2.13 Fences. Chain link and other open mesh, wire type fences may not be
constructed or maintained on any Lot. The Architectural Committee may, in its
discretion, prohibit the construction of any proposed fence, or specify the materials of
which any proposed fence must be constructed, or require that any proposed fence be
screened by vegetation or otherwise so as not to be visible from other portions of the
Property. No fences may be constructed which will interfere with the water drainage
within any drainage easements shown on the racorded plats of the Subdivision.
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2.14 Carports: Garages. No carports shall be erected or permitted to remain
on any Lot. Each residence constructed on a Lot shail have attached to it an enclosed
garage that shall be large enough to accommodate at least two (2) full size passenger
automobiles. All garage doors shall be kept in the closed position when the garage is
not being used for ingress and egress by the Owner or occupant of the Lot. Garages
may be side entry or front entry with the following restrictions:

{a) i n I . It is encouraged, but not required, that the
third garage bay be offset (either deeper or shorter) in a single, double bay door
- configuration or offset in a three {3) single bay door configuration. The garage doors
should be inset at least twelve inches (12"),

(b}  Front Entry Garages. The front of the garage must be set back

at least ten feet (10') from the front most portion of the residence. There must be at
least thirty inches {30") of roof or second story overhang above the entire garage. The
garage door(s) must not contain windows, and it is recommended that they be made
of wood material. The garage may be deeper to allow for a third (3rd) car.

2.15 Underground Utility Lines. No utility lines or wires, including, but not
limited to, wires or other devices for the communication or transmission of telephone,
electric current or power or cable television, shaill be erected, placed or maintained in
or upon any Lot unless the same shall be contained in conduit or cables that are
installed and maintained underground or that are concealed in, under or on Buildings;
provided, however, that no provision hereof shall be deemed to forbid the erection of
temporary power or telephone structures incident to the construction of improvements
which have been previously approved in writing by the Architectural Committee. The
installation method, including, but not limited to, location, type of installation
equipment, trenching method and other aspects of installation for both temporary and

permanent utility lines and wires shall be included in the Plans and Specifications for
all Improvements.

2.16 Exterior Lighting. All exterior lighting on any Improvement must be
approved by the Architectural Committee; provided, howaver, Christmas and other
holiday lights shall be permitted without prior approval during the month of December
each year, but must be removed by January 15 of the next year. No lighting shall be
permitted that constitutes a nuisance or hazard to any Owner or occupant of any Lot.

The Board in its sole discretion shall determine whether the provisions of this
Section 2.16 have been satisfied.

2.17 Landscaping. Landscaping plans showing all axisting treas, other than
cedar trees, with a diameter of three inches (3") or greater, all proposed new planting
and all proposed removal or transplanting of existing vegetation shall be included with
all Plans and Specifications and shall be subject to the approval of the Architectural
Committee. Architectural Committee approval of Plans and Specifications containing
such landscaping plans shall be requirad prior to any disruption, cutting or clearing of
existing vegetation,

2.18 General Regtrictions.

(a)  All Buildings constructed on the Property shall be built in place on
the Lot. -

{b) There shall be no interference with the established drainage
patterns over any of the Property, except by Declarant, unless adequate provision is

made for proper drainage and the prior written approval of Architectural Committes is
obtained.

{c}  All Building foundations on slopes of fiftesn percent (15%) or
greater or on fill placed upon such siopes shall utilize design and construction practices
certified by a registered professional engineer qualified to practice in such field and
such design shall be delivered to the Architectural Committee with the Plans and
Specifications.

(dd Once commenced, construction shall be diligently pursued to
completion so that no construction is left in a partially compteted condition any longer
than reasonably necessary. All construction materials and debris shall promptly be
cleared from each Lot upon compietion of construction thereon.

2.19 Exclysions and Special Restrictions.

{a) The Common Aree shall be completely exempt from all of the
restrictions set forth in this Article 2.

- (b} Lot Fifty-five (55), Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3,
shall be used exclusively for the operation, repair, replacement and maintenance of the
axisting potable water storage tank located thereon.

() Lot Fifty-one (61}, Block'A. LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3
{"Lot 51") may be used solely for office and/or retail uses, including, without
limitation, bed and breakfast use, hotel use and restaurant use. No more than two
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hundred thousand (200,000.00)} square feet of enclosed office or retail space shalt be
permitted on Lot 51. In addition thereto, parking garages and similar accessory uses
shall be permitted on Lot 51. Buildings may be constructed at any location on Lot 51
if they are two (2) stories are less. if a building on Lot 51 exceeds two (2) stores,
then it must be located on Lot 51 such that the average roof line of such building does
not exceed nine hundred forty feet (940°') above mean sea level. Except as expressly

restricted in this Section 2.19(c), Lot 81 shall be completely exempt from all of the
restrictions set forth in this Article 2.

ARTICLE 3
ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE

3.1 Membership and Duties of Architectural Committes.

{a)  The Architectural Committee shall be composed of not more than
three (3) persons. The following persons are hereby designated as the initial members
of the Architectural Committee: Peter A. Dwyer, Rick Triplett and Danny Burnett.

{b}  The Architectural Committee shall consider and act upon any and
all Plans and Specifications submitted for its approvai pursuant to this Declaration and
perform such other duties assigned to it by this Declaration or as from time to time
shall be assigned to it by the Board. The Architectural Committee shall review Plans
and Specifications submitted for its review and such other information as it may
require relating to the question of whether any proposed improvement would
unreasonably obstruct the view from other portions of the Property. The Architectural
Committee shall have the authority to disapprove any proposed Improvement based
upon the restrictions set forth herein and the decision of the Architectural Committee
shall be final and binding so long as it is made in good faith. The Architectural
Committee shall not be responsibie for ingpecting any proposed improvement, nor shall
its approval of any Plans or Specifications be desmed approval of any improvement as

to structural safety, engineering soundness or conformance with any building or other
codes. :

3.2 Term. Each member of the Architectural Committee shall hold office

until such time as he has resigned or has been removed and his successor has been
appointed.

3.3 Declarant's Rights of Appointment. Declarant, its successors and
assigns, shall have the right to appoint and remove all members of the Architectural
Committee. Declarant may delegate this right to the Board by written instrument.
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alteration or removal of any Improvement on any Lot, the Plans and Specifications
therefor shall be submitted to the Architectural Committee, and construction, alteration
or removal thereof may not commence unless and until the Architectural Committee
has approved such Plans and Specifications in writing. All such construction,
alteration or removal shall conform to the approved Plans and Specifications.

(b} An Owner, other than Declarant, proposing to construct, alter or
remove an Improvement on any Lot (other than Lot Fifty-one [51], Block A, LAKEWIND
ESTATES SECTION 3), shall submit an application to the Architectural Committee
together with two (2) sets of the Plans and Specifications for such construction,
alteration or removal and the application fee described hereinbslow. Within thirty (30)
days after receipt by the Architectural Committee of such Plans and Specifications, it
shall act on the Plans and Specifications as follows:

(i} The Architectural Committee may request in
writing that the Owner submit to it such additional materials,
construction samples and information that the Architectural Committee
considers relevant in reviewing the Plans and Specifications for
compliance with this Declaration. Until receipt by the Architectural
Committee of alt information requested by it, it may postpone review of
such Plans and Specifications. Upon receipt of ali such information
requested by it, the Architectural Committee shall act upon such Pians
and Specifications within thirty (30) days. The written request of the
Architectural Committee for additional information shall be binding upon
the Architectural Committee s a8 complete list of such information if the
additional information is received by it within sixty (60) days of its
request. The Architectural Committee may request the additional
information described herein at any time it receives revised Plans and
Specifications; provided, howaver, such raquest shall be limited to the
additional or revised items therein and not to items previously reviewed

by the Architectural Committee unless such items are affected by such
revision,

(i) If the Architectural Committee approves such
Plans and Specifications, it shall mark both sets of the Plans and
Specifications "Approved” with the date thereof, and retain one set for
its records and return one set to the Owner. The Owner must commence
construction of the Improvements shown in approved Plans and
Specifications within ninety (90) days of the Architectural Committee's
approval thereof or such approval shall lapse. Upon written request of
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an Owner, the Architectural Committee shall grant up to two {2} thirty
(30) day extensions of such approval,

{iii) It the Architectural Committee disapproves such
Plans and Specifications, it shall mark both sets of the Plans and
Specifications "Disapproved” with the date thereof, and retain one set for
its records and return one set to the Owner, with a written statement of
all of the items that were found not to comply with this Declaration.
Thereafter, the Owner shall submit to the Architectural Committee two
{2) revised sets of Plans and Specifications, with notations thereon
sufficient to identify the revised portions, and the Architectural
Committee shall act on such revised Plangs and Specifications within
thirty (30) days after receipt by it of such revised Plans and
Specifications. The written statement of non-complying items shall be
binding upon the Architectural Committee as a complete list of such
items if revised Plans and Specifications with changes conforming to
such statement are received by it within sixty (60) days of the date of
such statement. The Architectural Committee may disapprove revised
Plans and Specifications submitted to it according to the provisions
hereof; provided, however, the Architectural Committee shall only
disapprove the revised Plans and Specifications based on the revised or

additional items therein and not based on items previously reviewed by
the Architectural Committee.

{iv) If the Architectural Committee fails to act on any
Plans and Specifications submitted to it within thirty (30) days after
receipt by the Architectural Committee of all information requested by it

in connaction with such Plans and Specifications, approval of the matters
submitted to it shall be presumed.

(c) The Board shall establish and may thereafter amend from time to
time an application fee that shall be paid in cash by each Owner at the time of
submittal of any application and Plans and Specifications to the Architectural
Committee. Such fee may be in different amounts based upon the activity proposed
in such application. Such fee shall not exceed the reasonable costs and expenses of

the Board and the Architectural Committee for the processing and review of Plans and
Specifications.

3.5 Actions of the Architectural Committee. The Architectural Committee
may, by resolution unanimously adopted in writing, designate one (1) or two {2) of its
members or an agent acting on its behalf to take any action or perform any duties for
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and on behalf of the Architectural Committes. In the absence of such designation, the
vote of a majority of all of the members of the Architectural Committee taken at a
meeting shall constitute an act of the Architecturai Committes. In the event that the
members of the Architectural Committee cannot agree by majority vote on any matter
submitted to them, the matter may be raised at any meeting of the Members of the

Association and decided by a majority of those present, provided that a quorum is
present.

3.6 No Waiver of Future Approvals. The approval or consent of the
Architectural Committee to any Plans or Specifications for any work done or proposed

or in connection with any other matter requiring the approval or consent of the

Architectural Committee shall not be deemed to constitute a waiver of any right to
withhold approval or consent as to any Plans and Specifications, or other matter

whatsoever, subsequently or additionally submitted for approval or consent by the
same or a different Owner.

. 3.7 Waiver. The Architectural Committee may grant such waivers of any
of the restrictions contained in this Declaration as it considers appropriate based upon
the quality and design of a proposed Improvement; provided, however, it shall not
grant a waiver of the restrictions contained in Sections 2.1, 2.2, 2.5, and 2.10 hereof.

3.8 nconformi r r . The Architectural
Committee, at its option, may inspect all work in progress to ensure compliance with
approved Plans and Specifications. The Architectural Committee may require any
Owner to restore such Owner's Lot to the condition existing prior to construction,
alteration or removal of any Improvement thereon, including, without limitation, the
demolition and removal of any unapproved or nonconforming Improvement, if such
improvement was constructed or altered in violation of this Article 3. In addition, the
Architectural Committee may, but has no obligation to, cause such restoration,
demolition and removal of any such Improvement, and levy the amount of the cost
thereof as a special individual assessment against the Lot upon which such
unapproved or nonconforming Improvement was constructed or altered.

3.9 NﬂMmmL4i;&ﬁmmmmLﬁﬂmmEiJmlJEﬂiJEEMB-
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Declaration, neither the Architectura
Committee nor the members thereof, nor the Board nor the members thereof, shall be
liable to any Owner or any other third party due to the construction of any

Improvement within the Property or the creation thereby of an obstruction to the view
from such Owner's Lot or Lots.
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3.10 Address. Plans and Specifications shall be submitted to the |
Architectural Committee in care of Lakewind Holdings, Ltd., Attention: Architectural
Committee, 3660 Stone Ridge Road, Unit A-101, Austin, Texas 78748, or such other

address as may be designated from time to time in writing by the Architectural -
Committee.

3.11 Exemption. Lot Fifty-one (61), Block A, LAKEWIND ESTATES
SECTION 3, is expressly exempt from each and every one of the requirements and
provisions of this Article 3.

ARTICLE 4
LAKEWIND ESTATES OWNERS ASSOCIATION

4.1 Organization. The Association is a non-profit corporation created by
Declarant for the purposes, and charged with the duties and vested with the powers,
prescribed by law and set forth in its Articles and Bylaws or in this Declaration.
Neither the Articles nor Bylaws shall for any reason be amended or otherwise changed
or interpreted so as to be inconsistent with this Declaration,

4.2 Membership. Any person or entity upon becoming an Owner shall
automatically become a Member of the Association. Membership shall be appurtenant
to and shall run with the property interast which qualifias the Owner thereof for
membership, and membarship may not be severed from, or in any way transferred,

pledged, mortgaged, or alienated except together with the title to such property
interest.

4.3 Voting Rights. The right to cast votes, and the number of votes which
may be cast, for election of Members to the Board of Directors of the Association and
on all other matters to be voted on by the Members shall be calculated as follows:

{a) The Owner {(excluding Declarant) of each Lot shall have one (1)
vote for each Lot so owned.

(b} Declarant shall have ten (10) votes for each Lot owned by
Declarant.

4.4 - Duties of the Associption. Subject to and in accordance with this

Declaration, the Association, acting through the Board, shall have and perform each
of the following duties:
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(a) To accept conveyance of title to the Common Area from the
Declarant.

(b}  To pay all real and personal property taxes and other taxes and
assessments levied upon or with respsct to the common Area and any other property
owned by or leased to the Association, to the extent that such taxes and assessments
are not levied directly upon the Members. The Association shall have all rights granted
by law to contest the legality and the amount of such taxes and assessments.

(c) To obtain and maintain in effect policies of insurance which, in
the Board's judgment, are reasonably necessary or appropriate to carry out the
Association functions.

{d) To make, establish and promulgate, and in its discretion to amend
or repeal and re-enact, such Association Bylaws, not in conflict with this Declaration,
as it deems proper covering any and all aspects of its functions.

(e} To keep books and records of the Association's affairs.

() To maintain, repair, replace, clean, inspect and protect the
Common Area, including all water quality contro} equipment, private streets and joint
uSe access easements as depicted on the recorded plats of the Subdivision, and private

Subdivision security gates, landscaping, lighting, signage and other improvements
located therein or thereon.

{g)  To maintain, repair, replace and protect the entrance sign to the
Subdivision.

{h)y To pay all utilities provided to the Common Area and/or the
entrance to the Subdivision.

(i) To carry out and enforce all duties of the Association set forth in

- this Declaration.

(i To pay all expenses incurred by the Architectural Committee
and/or the Association.

4.5 Powers and Authority of the Association. The Association shall have
the powers of a8 Texas non-profit corporation, subject only to such limitations upon the
exercise of such power as are expressly set forth in this Declaration. It shall further
have the power to do and perform any and all acts which may be necessary or proper,
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for or incidental to, the exercise of any of the express powers granted to it by the laws
of Texas or by this Declaration. Without in any way limiting the generality of the two
preceding sentences, the Association and the Board acting on behalf of the
Association, shall have the power and authority at all times as follows:

(a) To levy Assessments as provided in Article 5 below.

{b)  To enter at any time in an emergency, or in a non-emergency after
twenty-four (24) hours written notice, without being liable to any Owner, upon any Lot
or into any Improvement thereon, for the purpose of enforcing this Declaration or for
the purpose of maintaining or repairing any area, Improvement or other facility to
conform to this Declaration, and the expense incurred by the Association in connection
with the entry upon any Lot or improvement and the maintenance and repair work
conducted thereon shall be a personal obligation of the Owner of the Lot entered upon,
shall be secured immediately by a lien upon the Lot entered upon and the
Improvements thereon, and shall be enforced in the same manner and to the same
extent as provided in Article 5 hereof for regular and special Assessments. The
Association shall have the power and authority from time to time, in its own name and
on its own behalf, or in the name of and on behalf of any Owner who consents
thereto, to commence and maintain actions and suits to enforce, by mandatory
injunction or otherwise, or to restrain and enjoin, any breach or threatened breach of
this Declaration. The Association is also authorized to settle claims, enforce liens and
take all such action as it may deem necessary or expedient to enforce this Declaration;
provided, however, that the Board shall never be authorized to expend any Association

funds for the purpose of bringing suit against Declarant, its agents, contractors,
SUCCBSSOrs or assigns.

{¢c)  To retain and pay for the services of a Manager to manage and
operate the Association, to the extent deemed advisable by the Board. To the extent
permitted by law, the Association and the Board may delegate any duties, powers and
functions to the Manager. The Members hereby release the Association and the
members of the Board from liability for any omission or improper exercise by the
Manager of any such duty, power or function so delegated.

{d}  To retain and pay for legal and accounting services necessary or
proper in the operation of the Association.

(e)  To obtain and pay for any other property and services, and to pay
any other taxes or assessments which the Association or the Board is required to
secure or to pay for pursuant to applicable law or the terms of this Declaration.
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(f) To enter into contracts with Declarant and with other persons on
such terms and provisions as the Board shall determine, and to acquire and own, and

to dispose of all manner of real and personal property, whether by grant, lease, gift or
otherwise.

4.6  Power to Indemnify and to Purchase Indemnity Insurance. The
Association shall indemnify and may reimburse and/or advance expenses and/or
purchase and maintain insurance or any other arrangement on behalf of any person
who is or was a director or officer of the Association against any liability asserted
against such person and incurred by such person in such a capacity or arising out of
his status as such a person to the maximum extent permitted by Article 1396 §2.22A
of the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act, as such Act may from time to time be
amended {without regard, however, to Section Q of such Articie with respect to
officers of the Association who are not diractors of the Association). Further, the
Association may indemnify and/or reimburse and/or advance expenses and/or purchase
and maintain insurance or any other arrangement on behalf of any person, other than
any person who is a director of the Association, who is or was an officer, employee
or agent of the Association, or is or was serving at the request of the Association as
a director, officer, partner, venturer, proprietor, trustee, employee, agent or similar
functionary of another corporation, partnership, joint venture, sole proprietorship,
trustee, employee benefit plan or other enterprise, against any liability asserted against
such person and incurred by such person in such a capacity or arising out of his status
as such a person, to such extent {or, in the case of officers of the Association, to such
further extent), consistent with applicable law, as the Board may from time to time
determine. The provisions of this Section 4.8 shall not be deemed exclusive of any

other rights to which any such person may be entitled under any Bylaw, agreement,
insurance policy, vote of Membars or otherwise.

ARTICLE b
ASSESSMENTS

5.1 Assessments.

{(a) The Association may from time to time levy Assessments against
each Lot, whether or not such Lot is improved. The amount of Assessments shall be
equal and uniform among all Lots; provided, however, that no Assessments shall ever
be levied hereunder against Lot Fifty-one (51), Block A, or Lot Fifty-five (55), Block B,
LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3, any Lot owned by Declarant or any Common Area.

(b) Where an Owner's obligation to pay Assessments first arises after
the commencement of the year or other period for which an Assessment was levied,
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such Assessment shall be in a prorated amount proportionate to the fraction of the
year or other period remaining after said date.

(c)  Each purchaser of any Lot, by acceptance of a deed therefor, shall
be deemed to covenant to pay to the Association each Assessment jevied hereunder
against such Lot, whether or not such covenant shall be expressed in any such deed
or other conveyance. Each unpaid Assessment together with interest thereon and
costs and expenses of collection thereof, including, without limitation, reasonable
attorneys’ fees, as hereinafter provided, shall be the personal obligation and debt of
the Owner of the Lot against which the Assessment was lavied.

{d) The obligation to pay Assessments levied by the Association
hereunder is part of the purchase price of each Lot when sold to an Owner. An
express vendor's lien is hereby retained to secure the payment of each and every
Assessment levied hereunder, and each such vendor's lien is hereby transferred and
assigned to the Association, each such vendor's lien to be superior and paramount to
any homestead or other exemption provided by law. The Association may enforce the
payment of Assessments in accordance with the provisions of this Article 5.

{e) The Assessments shall be used exclusively for the purpose of
promoting the comfort, health, safety and welfare of the Owners, the maintenance and
improvement of the Lots, and for carrying out the purposes of the Association as
stated herein or as otherwise provided in the Articles of the Association,

5.2 Regular Annugal Assessments. Prior to the beginning of each fiscal year
for the Association, the Board shall estimate the expenses to be incurred by the
Association during such year in performing its functions under this Declaration,
including a reasonabie provision for contingencies and appropriate replacement
reserves, less any expected income and any surplus from the prior year's fund.
Assessments sufficient to pay such estimated net expenses shall then be levied by the
Association as herein provided, and the amount of such Assessments as determined
by the Board shall be final and binding so long as such determination is made in good
faith. All such regular Assessments shall be due and payable to the Association at the
beginning of the fiscal year for the Association for which such Assessments are
payable, or during such fiscal year in equal monthly installments on or before the first

day of each month, or in such other manner as the Board may designate in its sole and
absolute discretion.

5.3 -~ Sbecial Assessments. in addition to the reguiar Assessments provided
for above, the Association may levy special Assessments whenever in the Board's sole
opinion such special Assessments are necessary to enable the Board to carry out the
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functions of the Association under this Declaration. The amount of any special
Assaessmants shall be determined by the Board in its sole discretion and shall be due
and payable in any manner as the Board may designate.

P g ants. Each regular
and special Assessment provndad for herem shall be the personal and individual debt
of the Owner of the Lot against which such Assessment was levied. No Owner, other
than Declarant, may exempt himself from personal liabitity for such Assessments. In
~the event of default in the payment of any Assessment, the Owner of the Lot against
which such Assessment was levied shall be obligated to pay interest at the highest
rate allowed by applicable usury laws then in effect on the amount of the Assessment
from the due date thereof (or if there is no such highest rate, then at the rate of two
percent [2%] per month) together with all costs and expenses of collection, including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees.

5.5  Assessment Liep and Foreciosure.

(a) The payment of each unpaid Assessment levied heresunder
together with interest thereon as provided in Section 5.4 hereof and the costs and
expenses of collection, including reasonable attorneys' fees, as herein provided, is
secured by a continuing lien and charge on the Lot against which such Assessment
was levied. Such lien for payment of Assessments shall bind such Lot in the hands
of the Owner, and such Owner's heirs, devisees, personal representatives, successors
or assigns, and shall be superior to all other liens and charges against such Lot, except
only for tax liens, and all sums unpaid on any first lien Mortgage securing sums
borrowed tor the purchase or improvement of such Lot, provided such Mortgage was
recorded in the Real Property Records of Travis County, Texas, before such
Assessment was due. The Association shall have the power, in the Board's sole and
absolute discretion, to subordinate the aforesaid lien for payment of Assessments to
any other lien. Any such subordination shall be signed by an officer of the Association
and recorded in the Real Property Records of Travis County, Texas. Upon the written
request of any Beneficiary holding a lien on any Lot that is superior to the lien for
payment of Assessments as provided herein, the Association shall report to said
Beneficiary the amount of any Assessments levied against such Lot remaining unpaid
for a period of more than thirty {30) days after the same are due.

{b}  To evidence the aforesaid lien for payment of Assessments, the
Association may prepare a written notice of assessment lien setting forth the amount
of the unpaid indebtedness, a description of the Lot encumbered by the lien and the
name of the Owner of such Lot. Such notice shall be signed by one of the officers of
the Association and shall be recorded in the Real Property Records of Travis County,
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Texas. The aforesaid lien for payment of Assessments shall attach with the priority
set forth above from the date the payment of such Assessments becomes delinquent.
The Association may enforce such lien by the foreclosure sale of the defaulting
Owner's Lot in like manner as a foreclosure of a mortgage or contractual tien on real
property as provided in Section 51.002 of the Texas Property Code, as the same may
be amended or modified, or the Association may institute suit against the Owner
personally obligated to pay the Assessment for monetary damages and/or for the
judicial foreclosure of the aforesaid lien. The Owner of the effected Lot shall be
required to pay all costs and expenses, including, without limitation, reasonable
attorneys' fees, incurred by the Association in connection with any foreclosure
proceeding, whether judicial or non-judicial. The Association shall have the power to
bid on any Lot at any foreclosure or other legal sale and to acquire, hold, lease,
mortgage, convey or otherwise deal with the same.

{c}  The liens for payment of Assessments provided for herein shall
not be affected or extinguished by the sale or transfer of any Lot, whether by judicial
or non-judicial foreclosure sale or otherwise; provided, howaver, that in the event of
foreclosure of any first lien Mortgage superior to the lien for the delinquent
Assessment, the lien for the delinquent Assessment will be extinguished, and the
delinquent Assessment shall be paid out of the proceeds of such foreclosure sale only
to the extent that funds are available after the satisfaction of the first lien Mortgage.
The extinguishing of any lien for payment of Assessments as herein provided will not

relieve any Owner from the obligation to pay Assessments subsequently becoming due
and payable.

ARTICLE 6
MISCELLANEOUS

6.1 Term. This Declaration, including all of the covenants, conditions and
restrictions hereof, shall continue in force and effect until January 1, 2050, unless
amended as herein provided. After January 1, 2050, this Declaration, including all
such covenants, conditions and restrictions, shall be automatically extended for
successive periods of ten (10) years each, unless amended or extinguished by a
written instrument executed by the Owners of at least three-fourths (3/4} of the Lots.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Declaration shali remain in force and effect and
shall not terminate for so long as Declarant owns any portion of the Property.

6.2 Amendment.

{a)  This Declaration may be amended by Declarant and the owners
of Lot Fifty-one {51), Block A, and Lot Fifty-five (55), Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES
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SECTION 3, so long as Declarant holds a majority of the votes of the Association. No
amendment by Declarant shall be effective until there has been recorded in the Real
Property Records of Travis County, Texas, an instrument executed and acknowl{edged
by the owners of Lot Fifty-one (51), Block A, and Lot Fifty-five {55), Block B,
LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3, and by Declarant setting forth the amendment, and
an instrument executed and acknowledged by the President and Secretary of the Board
certifying that Declarant had the requisite number of votes set forth above.

(b) In addition to the method provided in Section 6.2(a), this
Declaration may be amended by the recording in the Real Property Records of Travis
County, Texas, of an instrument executed and acknowledged by the President and
Secretary of the Association, setting forth the amendment and certifying that such
amendment has been approved by the owners of Lot Fifty-one (51}, Block A, and Lot
Fifty-five (55), Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3 and by enough other Owners
entitled to cast so that the total number of Owners approving the amendment equal

at least eighty percent (80%) of the number of votes entitled to be cast pursuant to
Section 4.3.

6.3  No Warranty of Enforceability. While Declarant has no reason to believe
that any of the restrictive covenants or other terms and provisions contained in this
Declaration are or may be invalid or unenforceable for any reason or to any extent,
Declarant makes no warranty or representation as to the present or future validity or
enforceability of any such restrictive covenants, terms or provisions. Any Owner
acquiring a Lot in reliance on one or more of such restrictive covenants, terms or
provisions shall assume all risks of the validity and enforceability thereof and by
acquiring the Lot agrees to hold Declarant harmless therefrom.

6.4 Notices. Any notice permitted or required to be given by this
Declaration shall be in writing and may be delivered either personally or by mail. If
delivery is made by mail, it shall be deemed to have been delivered on the third (3rd)
day (other than a Sunday or legal holiday) after a copy of the same has been deposited
in the United States mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return raeceipt requested,
addressed to the person at the address given by such person to the Association for the
purposes of service of notices, or to the residence of such person if no address has
been given to the Association. Such address may be changed from time to time by
notice in writing given by such person to the Association.

6.5 interpretation. The provisions of this Declaration shail be liberally
construed to effectuate the purposes of creating a uniform plan for the development
and operation of the Subdivision and of promoting and effectuating the fundamental
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concepts of the Subdivision set forth in this Declaration. This Declaration shall be
construed and governed under the laws of the State of Texas.

6.6  Exemption of Declarant: Utility Easements.

{a)  Notwithstanding anything in this Declaration to the contrary,
neither Declarant nor the owner of Lot Fifty-one (51), Block A, LAKEWIND ESTATES
SECTION 3 shall in any way be subject to the control of or under the jurisdiction of the
Board, the Association or the Architectural Committee. Without in any way limiting
the generality of the preceding sentence, this Daeclaration shall not prevent or limit the
right of Declarant to excavate and grade, to construct and alter drainage patterns and
facilities, to construct any and ail other types of Improvements, sales and leasing
offices and similar facilities, and to post signs incidental to construction, sales and
leasing anywhere within the Property.

(b} Declarant reserves the right to locate, construct, erect and
maintain or cause to be located, constructed, srected and maintained in and on any
areas owned by Declarant sewer and other pipelines, conduits, wires and any
Improvement relating to a public utility function, subject to Section 2.15 hereof, with

the right of access to the same at any time for the purposes of repair and
maintenance.

6.7 Assignment of Declarant. Notwithstanding anything in this Declaration
to the contrary, Declarant may assign, in whole or in part, any of its privileges,
exemptions, rights and duties under this Declaration to any other person or entity and
may permit the participation, in whoile or in part, by any other person or entity in any
of its privileges, exemptions, rights and duties hereunder. Such assignment shall be
evidenced by a written instrument, executed by Declarant and the assignee, recorded
in the Real Property Records of Travis County, Texas.

6.8 Enforcement and Nonwaiver.

(a) Except as otherwise provided herein, any Owner at his own
expense, Declarant or the Board shall have the right to enforce the provisions of this
Declaration. Such right of enforcement shall include both damages for, and injunctive
relief against, the breach or threatened breach of any such provision.

{(b)  Every act of omission whereby any provision of this Declaration
is violated, in whole or in part, is hereby declared to be a nuisance and may be
enjoined by any Owner {at his own expense), Declarant or the Board.
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{c) Any violation of any federal, state or local law, ordinance or
regulation pertaining to the ownership, occupancy or use of any portion of the Property
is hereby declared to be a violation of this Declaration and subject to all of the
enforcement procedures set forth herain.

(d)  The failure to enforce any provision of this Declaration at any time
shall not constitute a waiver of the right thereafter to enforce any such provision or
any other provision of this Declaration.

{e) The_ Association shall have the right, when appropriate in its
judgment, to claim and impose a lien upon any Lot or Improvement constructed
thereon in order to enforce any right under, or effect compliance with, this Declaration.

6.9 Alternative Dispute Resolution. In the event of any dispute, controversy
or claim between or among Declarant, any Owner or Owners, the Association and/or
the Architectural Committee relating to or arising out of any provision of this
Declaration, the parties to the dispute shall meet in a good faith effort to resolve the
dispute through negotiations. In the event the parties are unable to resolve the dispute
through negotiations, such matter shall be submitted to and settled by such form of
extra-judicial dispute resolution as the parties may mutually agree. To the fullest
extent allowed by law, this clause shall be specifically enforceable under applicable
laws to mandate the parties’ use of a means of resolving disputes other than formal
judicial proceedings. In the event the parties are unable to agree on another such form
of dispute resolution, any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of any provision of
this Declaration shall be submitted to binding arbitration following these procedures:

{a) The arbitration shall take place in the City of Austin, Travis
County, Texas.

{b} Pending the outcome of arbitration, there shall be no changes
made in the language of this Declaration.

{c}  The arbitration shall be initiated by any party to the dispute, claim
or controversy giving written notice requesting arbitration to the other party or parties
thereto, which notice shall include a precise statement of the matter to be arbitrated.

(d}  Within five (5) days of receiving notice of the written request for
arbitration, the receiving party or parties shall designate in writing to the initiating party
the name of an arbitrator who meets the requirements set forth hereinbelow. The
initiating party shall have five (5) days to object to the named arbitrator by designating
in writing to the receiving party the name of another arbitrator who meets the
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requirements set forth hereinbelow. The receiving party shall have five (6) days to
object to the named arbitrator by giving written notice to the initiating party, in which
case within five () days after receipt of the written objection the two previously
nominated arbitrators shall designate an arbitrator by giving written notice of their
choice to the receiving and initiating parties.

(e) The arbitrator shall designate the time and place of the hearing
which must occur within thirty {30) days of the arbitrator's selection. The arbitrator
shall give twenty (20} days written notice of the hearing to the parties to the dispute,
claim or controversy. The parties may be represented by attorneys at the hearing.
The arbitrator shall make a decision within seven (7) days after the hearing and
communicate that decision in writing to each party who participated in the hearing.

{f) The request for arbitration must be made within a reasonable time
after the dispute, claim or controversy has arisen. In no event may the request for
arbitration be made after the date when institution of legal or equitable proceedings

based on such dispute, claim or controversy would be barred by the applicable statute
of limitations.

{g) Anyone designated as an arbitrator (i} must be an impartial third
party who has the training or qualifications required by the laws of the State of Texas

and (ii} must not be personally acquainted with any of the parties to the dispute, claim
or controversy.

(h)  The arbitrator shall assess such costs against the party or parties
who do not prevail.

6.10 Construction.

(a)  The provisions of this Declaration shall be deemed independent
and severable, and the invalidity or partial invalidity of any provision or portion thereof
shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision or portion thereof,

{b)  Unless the context requires a contrary construction, the singular
shall include the plural and the plural the singular; and the masculine, feminine or
neuter shall each include the masculine, feminine and neuter.

{c)  All captions and titles used in this Declaration are intended solely
for convenience of reference and shall not enlarge, limit or otherwise effect that which
is set forth in any of the paragraphs, sections or articles hereof.

Any action, other than normal maintenance, which in any way alters the
extenor appearance of any Improvement, including, without hmitation, its color, or
which involves the removal of any Improvement or the alteration of the landscaping
on a Lot, shall be performed only with the prior written approval of the Architectural
Commuttee

{(c) No Improvement may be constructed on any Lot which would
unnecessarily obstruct the view from other portions of the Property, and the
posittoning of all Improvements upon all Lots 1s hereby expressly made subject to
Archritectural Committee review. The Architectural Committee may prevent or allow
the construction of a proposed Improvement based upon the effect 1t will have upon
the view from any particular Lot; provided, however, notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in thus Declaration, the Architectural Committee, the members thereof and the
Board shall not be liable to any Owner for monetary damages or otherwise due to the
construction of any Improvement within the Property or the creation thereby of an
obstruction to the view from such Owner's Lot or Lots No Improvement shall be
allowed on any Lot that 1s of such size or architectural design or that involves the use
of such landscaping, color schemes, extenior finishes and materials and similar features
as to be incompatible with residential development in the Subdivision and the
surrounding area.




{d) To the maximum extent permitted by law, all residences built in
the Subdivision shall be constructed with propane-fired water heaters, furnaces and
fireplaces All such propane appliances shall be installed in accordance with the
requirements of the Gas Service Division of the Texas Raillroad Commission In
addition, gas hook-ups shall be required for all cooking ranges installed in such
residences constructed in the Subdivision All Lot owners who desire a waiver of the
propane use requirement described above shall pay Declarant a waiver fee in the
amount of Three Thousand and No/100 Dollars {$3,000 00} per Lot prior to occupying
a residence which does not comply with the foregoing propane use requirements.

2.2 Bulding Heiwght. No Improverment greater than thirty-five feet {358') in
Height may be constructed on any Lot For purposes of this Section 2 2, Height
means the vertical distance from the "foyer” or "entry level floor™ of a Building to the
mghest point of the coping of a flat roof or to the deck line of a mansard roof or to the
average height of the highest gable on a pitched or mpped roof, or if none of the
preceding, then 1o the highest point of the tmprovement.

2.3 Building Materials, Natural Buillding Materials Required for Certain Lots;
Residence Size, Mailboxes.

{a) All single family residences shall be of recognized standard
construction quality, and shall be constructed of at least one hundred percent {(100%)
of the area of each residence’s front, rear and sides (exclusive of areas above the roof
line) shall be covered with masonry or other material specifically approved in writing
by the Architectural Committee. Roofing maternials must be of high grade and quality
and consistent with the exterior design, color and appearance of other Improvements
within the Property. At a minimum, 25-year guaranteed roofing matenal shall be
required. All windows shall contain clear or ightly tinted, non-reflective glass.

(b) Each single family residence constructed on the Property shall
contain not less than three thousand (3,000} square feet of enclosed living space,
exclusive of porches and patios (open or covered), decks and garages The first floor
of any two-story residence shall contain at least one thousand five hundred (1,500}
square feet of total hving area The second story floor area, inclusive of intenor open
space to the first floor, of the residence shall not exceed seventy-five percent {(75%)
of the enclosed first floor area of the residence theated or ar condittoned), including
garages, but excluding covered outdoor spaces and decks

{c) If a collective mailbox arrangement 1s not utilized for all of the
Subdivision, any housing for individual mailboxes constructed in front of a residence




shall be architecturally integrated with the residence which such mailbox 1s to serve
and shall be of similar construction and form to such residence

24 Governmental Reguirements. Alt improvements and construction shall
comply with all applicable governmental laws, ordinances and regulations.

2.5 Subdividing. No Lot shall be further divided or subdivided, nor may any
easements or other interests therein less than the whole be conveyed by the Owner
thereof without the prior written approval of the Architectural Committee, provided,
however, that when Declarant 1s the Owner thereof, Declarant may further divide and
subdivide any Lot and convey an easement or other interest less than the whole, all
without the approval of the Architectural Commuttee

2.6 Signs. Except for the permanent entrance sign for the Subdivision, no
sign of any kmd shall be displayed 1o the public view without the pnor wnitten approval
of the Architectural Committee, except for signs which are part of Declarant’s overall
marketig plan for the Property The Architectural Committee may permit signs of any
type advertising portions of the Property for sale or lease and it may set standards for
the same

27 Rubbish and Debris. No rubbish or debns of any kind shall be placed or
permitted to accumulate upon the Property or any portion thereof and no odors shall
be permitted to arise therefrom so as to render the Property or any portion thereof
unsanitary, unsightly, offensive or detrimental to any other property or to its
occupants. Refuse, garbage and trash shall be kept at all times in covered containers
and all such containers shall at all ttmes be kept within an enclosed structure or
appropnately screened from view of all adjacent property and public and private rights-
of-way, provided, however, garbage containers shall be permitted to be placed outside
of enclosed structures and may be removed from screened areas a maximum of two
{2) umes each week, for no longer than twelve (12) hours each time, for garhage
collection

2.8 Noise; Nuisances No noise or other nuisance shall be permitted to exist
or operate upon any portion of the Property so as to be offensive or detrimental to any
other portion of the Property or its occupants No noxious or offensive activity shall
be conducted on any portion of the Property. The Board, in its sole discretion, shall
determine whether an action or activity constitutes a violation of this Section 2 8.

2.9 Condition and Repair of Improvements and Landscaping. All
improvements upon the Property shall at all imes be kept in good condition and reparr
and adequately painted or otherwise maintained by the Owner thereof All windows
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In any Improvement on the Property facing any public or private nght-of-way shall have
draperies or shutters installed by the resident or Owner thereof. Within sixty {60) days
of completion of construction on any Lot, all landscaping on such Lot shown on the
Plans and Specifications for the Improvements on such Lot shall be completed and
shall at all times thereafter be kept in neat and well-groomed condition and
appearance, with all trees, shrubs and plantings properly pruned, yards regularly
mowed, edged and raked and all areas kept free of trash, debns, weeds and
overgrowth. Each Owner shall keep all trees, shrubs, grass and plantings on such
Owner's Lot or Lots free of disease and insects consistent with good horticultural
practice. Without imiting the generality of the foregoing, each Owner shall promptly
treat oak trees on their Lots that show symptoms of oak wilt or other life-threatening
diseases in a manner consistent with good horticultural practice. The Board, 1in its sole
discretion, shall determine whether the provisions of this Section 2 9 have been
satishied.

2.10 Hazardous Activities: Fertithzers, Pesticides and Herbicides

{a) No activities shail be conducted or allowed to exist on any portion
of the Property and no Improvements shall be constructed on the Property which are
or might be unsafe or hazardous to any person or property Without imiting the
generality of the foregoing, activities that are expressly prohibited include (1) mining,
quarrying, drlling, boring, or exploring for or removing water, oil, gas, or other
hydrocarbons, minerals of any kind, rocks, stones, sand, gravel, aggregate or earth,
(2} the use or discharge of firecrackers or other fireworks within the Property, (3) the
use or storage of gasoline, oIl or any similar type of flammable hquids in other than
closed tanks with capacities of five (5) gallons or less within an enclosed structure or
permanently screened from view, provided, however, only such liquids and gases as
are customarly used for residential purpeses shall be allowed on the Property, (4) any
activities which may be offensive or hazardous by reason of odor, fumes, dust, smoke,
noise, vision, vibration or pollution, or which are hazardous by reason of excessive
danger, fire or explosion, {5) hunting, trapping and the discharge of firearms, {6) open
fires in other than a contained barbecue unit for cooking purposes, while attended and
in use, or within a safe and well designed intenor or extenor fireplace, {7} the use of
bows and arrows, crossbows, shingshots, darts or other projectie devices, or (8) the
discharge or ieakage of any type of hazardous or toxic chemical or matenal, such as
oil, fertihzers, pesticides or herbrcides, provided, however, only such materials as are
customarily used for residential purposes shall be allowed on the Property.

{b) No fertilizers, pesticides or herbicides other than those generally

avallable for consumer use and approved by an agency, such as the Food and Drug
Administration, for the purpose intended shall be placed, used or stored on any Lot
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All Owners using any such materials shall strictly comply with all instructions provided
with such materials and shall take proper precautions in placing, using and storing such
materials so that such matenals are contained at all times and do not result In the
unnecessary discharge thereof into Lake Travis or onto any other Lot

2.11 Vehicles, Unsightly Articles: Temporary Structures

{a) Passenger vehicles, motorcycles and scooters owned or used by
an Qwner shall not be parked or left on any portion of the Property other than such
Owner's garage or driveway for longer than twelve (12) hours at a time No mabile
homes, boats, buses, trucks (other than passenger vehicle trucks), boat trailers,
graders, tractors or wagons shall be parked or placed on any Lot at any time; provided,
however, construction equipment may be left on a Lot during construction on such
Lot, but shall be removed as soon as such equipment 18 no longer needed in such
construction No travel trailers or recreational vehicles shall be parked on or near any
Lot so as to be visible from adjoining property or public or private nghts-of-way for
longer than forty-eight (48) hours at a time

(b) No junk vehicles or equipment, spare vehicle or equipment parts
or other article deemed to be unsightly by the Board shall be permitted to remain on
any Lot so as to be visible from adjoining property or public or private nghts-of-way.
All garden maintenance equipment shall be kept at all times, except when n actual
use, in an enclosed structure or screened from view of adjoining property and public
and pnivate nights-of-way. No recreational equipment, including but not hmited to
swing sets, playscapes, skate bhoards, bicycles, skate board or bicycle ramps,
basketball hoops and nets or badminton nets, shall be permitted in the front vard of
any residence on the Property. Gardens shall be permitted for household use only and
shall not be permitted in the front yards of residences. No repair or maintenance work
shall be done on any garden mamntenance equipment or on any vehicle (other than
minor emergency repairs) except in an enclosed garage or other structure. Service
areas, storage areas, compost piles and facilities for hanging, drying or airing clothing
or household matenals shall be appropriately screened from view and no lumber, grass,
plant waste, shrub or tree clippings, metals, butk matenats or scrap or refuse of trash
shall be kept, stored or allowed to accumulate on any portion of the Property except
within an enclosed structure or appropriately screened from view,

{c) No tent, shack, barn or other temporary improvement shall be
placed upon any portion of the Property; provided, however, that temporary structures
necessary for storage of tools and equipment and for office space for architects,
builders and foremen during actual construction may be mamtaned with the prior




written approval of the Architectural Committee, such approval to include the nature,
size, duration and location of such structure

212 Anmals No kennel or other facihty for raising or boarding dogs or other
animals for commercial purposes shall be kept on any Lot Only the keeping of
ordinary household pets such as dogs and cats, not to exceed two (2) each in number,
1s allowed; however, no breeding, raising, or boarding of such pets i1s permitted on any
Lot No pit bull terriers or other dangerous breed of dogs as determined by the Board
In its sole discretion may be kept on any Lot for any period of time All pets permitted
by this Declaration to be kept on a Lot shall at all times be properly vaccinated and
cared for. No poultry or livestock of any kind may be kept on any Lot for any period
of time All pets shall be kept on the Owner's Lot and shall not be allowed to roam
loose, and Owners having pets shall keep their Lot and all other Lots free of offensive
or unsanitary accumulations of waste from their pet

2 13 Fences. Chain link and other open mesh, wire type fences may not be
constructed or maintained on any Lot. The Architectural Committee may, In Its
discretion, prohibit the construction of any proposed fence, or specify the matenals of
which any proposed fence must be constructed, or require that any proposed fence be
screened by vegetation or otherwise so as not to be visible from other portions of the
Property No fences may be constructed which will interfere with the water drainage
within any drainage easements shown on the recorded plats of the Subdivision.

2.14 Carports; Garages. No carports shall be erected or permitted to remain
on any Lot Each residence constructed on a Lot shall have attached to 1t an enclosed
garage that shall be large enough to accommodate at least two (2) full size passenger
automobiles. All garage doors shall be kept in the closed position when the garage 1s
not being used for ingress and egress by the Owner or occupant of the Lot.

2.15 Underground Utihty Lines. No utility ines or wires, including, but not
himited to, wires or other devices for the communication or transmission of telephone,
electric current or power or cable television, shall be erected, placed or maintained In
or upon any Lot unless the same shall be contained in conduit or cables that are
installed and maintained underground or that are concealed in, under or on Buildings;
provided, however, that no provision hereof shall be deemed to forbid the erection of
temporary power or telephone structures incident to the construction of Improvements
which have been previously approved in writing by the Architectural Committee The
installation method, including, but not hmited to, location, type of installation
equipment, trenching method and other aspects of installation for both temporary and
permanent utihity ines and wires shall be included in the Plans and Specifications for
all Improvements
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2 16 Extenor Lighting. All exterior lighting on any Improvement must be
approved by the Architectural Committee; provided, however, Christmas and other
hohday hghts shall be permitted without prior approval during the month of December
each year, but must be removed by January 15 of the next year. No hghting shall be
permitted that constitutes a nuisance or hazard to any Owner or occupant of any Lot
The Board in 1ts sole discretion shall determme whether the provisions of this
Section 2.16 have been satisfied.

2.17 Landscaping Landscaping plans showing all existing trees, other than
cedar trees, with a diameter of three inches (3"} or greater, all proposed new planting
and all proposed removal or transplanting of existing vegetation shall be included with
all Plans and Specifications and shall be subject to the approval of the Architectural
Committee. Architectural Committee approval of Plans and Specifications containing
such landscaping plans shall be required prior to any disruption, cutting or clearing of
existing vegetation.

2 18 General Restrictions.

{a) All Buiidings constructed on the Property shall be built in place on
the Lot

{b) There shall be no interference with the established drainage
patterns over any of the Property, except by Declarant, unless adequate provision 1s
made for proper drainage and the prior written approval of Architectural Committee 1s
obtained.

(c} All Buillding foundations on slopes of fifteen percent (15%) or
greater or on fill placed upon such slopes shall utihze design and construction practices
certified by a registered professional engineer quahified to practice in such field and
such design shall be delivered to the Architectural Committee with the Plans and
Specifications

(d) Once commenced, construction shall be diligently pursued to
completion so that no constructton 1s left in a partially completed condition any longer
than reasonably necessary. All construction matertals and debris shall promptly be
cleared from each Lot upon completion of construction thereon.

2.19 Exclusions and Special Restrictions.

(a) The Common Area shall be completely exempt from all of the
restrictions set forth in this Article 2
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{b} Lot Fifty-five (55}, Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3,
shall be used exclusively for the operation, repair, replacement and maintenance of the
existing potable water storage tank located thereon.

(c) Lot Fifty-one (51), Block A, LAKEWIND ESTATES SECTION 3
("Lot 51") may be used solely for office and/or retall uses, including, without
I'/mitation, bed and breakfast use, hotel use and restaurant use. No more than two
hundred thousand (200,000 00) square feet of enclosed office or retall space shall be
permitted on Lot 61. In addition thereto, parking garages and suntlar accessory uses
shall be permitted on Lot 51. Bulldings may be constructed at any location on Lot 51
if they are two (2) stones are less, If a bullding on Lot 51 exceeds two (2) stores,
then 1t must be located on Lot 51 such that the average roof line of such buillding does
not exceed nine hundred forty feet {(340') above mean sea level Except as expressly
restricted in this Section 2,19(c), Lot 51 shall be completely exempt from all of the
restrictions set forth n this Article 2.

ARTICLE 3
ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE

3.1 Membership and Duties of Architectural Committee

{a) The Architectural Committee shall be composed of not more than
three (3) persons The following persons are hereby designated as the initral members
of the Architectural Committee: W, Stephen Walker, Daniel J. Brouilette and David
J. Bosco, Jr.

(b) The Archritectural Committee shall consider and act upon any and
all Plans and Specifications submitted for its approval pursuant to this Declaratton and
perform such other duties assigned to 1t by thus Declaration or as from time to time
shall be assigned to it by the Board The Architectural Committee shall review Plans
and Specifications submitted for its review and such other information as 1t may
require relating to the question of whether any proposed Improvement would
unreasonably obstruct the view from other portions of the Property. The Architectural
Committee shall have the authority to disapprove any proposed Improvement based
upon the restrictions set forth herein and the decision of the Architectural Commyttee
shall be tinal and binding so long as it 1s made 1n good faith The Architectural
Committee shall not be responsible for inspecting any proposed Improvement, nor shali
its approval of any Plans or Specifications be deemed approval of any Improvement as
to structural safety, engineering soundness or conformance with any building or other
codes.
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3.2 Term. Each member of the Architectural Committee shall hold office for
two (2) calendar years or until such time as he has resigned or has been removed and
his successor has been appointed.

33 Declarant's Rights of Appointment Declarant, its successors and
assigns, shall have the right to appoint and remove all members of the Architectural
Committee Declarant may delegate this rnight to the Board by written instrument.
Thereafter, the Board shall have the nght to appoint and remove all members of the
Architectural Committee.

34 Review of Construction, Alteration or Removal of Improvements.

(a) Whenever in this Declaration the approval of the Architectural
Committee 1s required, the Architectural Committee shall have the nght to consider all
of the Plans and Specifications for the Improvement or proposal in question and all
other facts, materials, construction samples and other information which it considers,
In I1ts sole discretion, to be relevant. Prior to commencement of any construction,
alteration or removal of any Improvement on any Lot, the Plans and Specifications
therefor shall be submirtted to the Architectural Committee, and construction, alteration
or removal thereof may not commence unless and until the Architectural Committee
has approved such Plans and Specifications in writing. Al such construction,
alteration or removat shall conform to the approved Plans and Specifications.

(b} An Owner, other than Declarant, proposing to construct, alter or
remove an Improvement on any Lot (other than Lot 51} shall submit an application to
the Architectural Commuittee together with two (2) sets of the Plans and Specifications
for such construction, alteration or removal and the application fee described
hereinbelow. Within thirty (30) days after receipt by the Architectural Committee of
such Plans and Specifications, i1t shall act on the Plans and Specifications as follows

() The Architectural Committee may request in
writing that the Owner submit to 1t such additional maternals,
construction samples and information that the Architectural Committee
considers relevant in reviewing the Plans and Specifications for
comphance with this Declaration. Until receipt by the Architectural
Committee of all information requested by 1t, it may postpone review of
such Plans and Specifications. Upon receipt of all such information
requested by it, the Architectural Committee shall act upon such Plans
and Specifications within thirty (30) days. The written request of the
Architectural Committee for additional information shall be binding upon
the Architectural Commitiee as a complete hist of such imformation if the
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additional information 1s received by it within sixty (60) days of its
request The Architectural Committee may request the additional
information described herein at any time it receives revised Plans and
Specifications; provided, however, such request shall be Iimited to the
additional or revised items therein and not to items previously reviewed
by the Architectural Committee unless such siems are affected by such
revision

{1} H the Architectural Committee approves such
Plans and Specifications, it shall mark both sets of the Plans and
Specifications "Approved"” with the date thereof, and retain one set for
its records and return one set to the Owner The Owner must commence
construction of the Improvements shown in approved Plans and
Specifications within ninety {90) days of the Architectural Commuttee’'s
approval thereof or such approval shall lapse Upon written request of
an Owner, the Architectural Committee shall grant up to two {2) thirty
{30} day extensions of such approval

(i) If the Architectural Committee disapproves such
Plans and Specifications, it shall mark both sets of the Plans and
Specifications "Disapproved” with the date thereof, and retain one set for
its records and return one set to the Owner, with a written statement of
all of the items that were found not to comply with this Declaration.
Thereafter, the Owner shall submit to the Architectural Committee two
(2) revised sets of Plans and Spscifications, with notations thereon
sufficient to identify the rewvised portions, and the Architectural
Committee shall act on such revised Plans and Specifications within
thirty (30) days after recept by it of such revised Plans and
Spectfications. The written statement of non-complying items shall be
binding upon the Architectural Committee as a complete hst of such
items If revised Plans and Specifications with changes conforming to
such statement are received by it within sixty (60} days of the date of
such statement. The Architectural Committee may disapprove revised
Plans and Specifications submitted to 1t according to the provisions
hereof, provided, however, the Architectural Committee shall only
disapprove the revised Plans and Specifications based on the revised or
additional items therein and not based on items previously reviewed by
the Architectural Committes.

{iv) If the Architectural Committee fails to act on any
Plans and Specifications submitted to 1t within thirty (30) days after
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receipt by the Architectural Committee of all information requested by 1t
in connection with such Plans and Specifications, approval of the matters
submitted to it shall be presumed

(c) The Board shall establish and may thereafter amend from time to
time an application fee that shall be paid in cash by each Owner at the time of
submittal of any application and Plans and Specifications ic the Architectural
Committee. Such fee may be in different amounts based upon the activity proposed
in such apphcation Such fee shall not exceed the reasonable costs and expenses of
the Board and the Architectural Committee for the processing and review of Plans and
Specifications

35 Actions of the Architectural Committee. The Architectural Committee
may, by resolution unanimously adopted in writing, designate one (1) or two (2) of its
members or an agent acting on 1ts behalf to take any action or perform any dutes for
and on behalf of the Architectural Committee. In the absence of such designation, the
vote of a majority of all of the members of the Architectural Committee taken at a
meeting shall constitute an act of the Architectural Committee In the event that the
members of the Architectural Committee cannot agree by majority vote on any matter
submitted to them, the matter may be raised at any meeting of the Members of the
Association and decitded by a majority of those present, provided that a quorum s
present

36 No Waiver of Future Approvals The approval or consent of the
Architectural Committee to any Plans or Specifications for any work done or proposed
or in connection with any other matter requiring the approval or consent of the
Architectural Committee shall not be deemed to constitute a waiver of any nght to
withhold approval or consent as to any Plans and Specifications, or other matter
whatsoever, subsequently or additionally submitted for approval or consent by the
same or a different Owner

37 Waiver. The Architectural Committee may grant such waivers of any
of the restrictions contained in this Declaration as it considers appropriate based upon
the quality and design of a proposed Improvement, provided, however, it shall not
grant a waiver of the restrictions contained in Sections 2 1, 2.2, 2.5, and 2.10 hereof,

38 Nonconforming_or Unapproved Improvements The Architectural
Committee, at its option, may inspect all work in progress to ensure compliance with
approved Plans and Specifications The Architectural Committee may require any
Owner to restore such Owner's Lot to the condition existing prior to construction,
alteration or removal of any Improvement thereon, inciuding, without limitation, the
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demolition and removal of any unapproved or nonconforming Improvement, if such
Improvement was constructed or altered in violation of this Article 3 {n addition, the
Architecturai Committee may, but has no obligation to, cause such restoration,
demohtion and removal of any such Improvement, and levy the amount of the cost
thereof as a spectal individual assessment against the Lot upon which such
unapproved or nonconforming Improvement was constructed or altered

3.9 Nonliability of Architectural Committee and Board Members.
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Declaration, neither the Architectural
Committee nor the members thereof, nor the Board nor the members thereof, shall be
lhiable to any Owner or any other third party due to the construction of any
Improvement within the Property or the creation thereby of an obstruction to the view
from such Owner's Lot or Lots.

3.10 Address Plans and Specifications shall be submitted to the

ARTICLE 4
LAKEWIND ESTATES OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

4.1 Organization The Association 1s a non-profit corporation created by
Declarant for the purposes, and charged with the duties and vested with the powers,
prescribed by law and set forth in its Articles and Bylaws or in this Declaration
Neither the Articles nor Bylaws shall for any reason be amended or otherwise changed
or interpreted so as to be inconsistent with thus Declaration

4.2 Membership. Any person or entity upon becoming an Owner shall
automatically become a Member of the Association. Membership shall be appurtenant
to and shall run with the property interest which qualifies the Owner thereof for
membership, and membership may not be severed from, or In any way transferred,
pledged, mortgaged, or alienated except together with the title to such property
interest.
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4 3 Voting Rights. The right to cast votes, and the number of votes which
may be cast, for election of Members to the Board of Directors of the Association and
on all other matters to be voted on by the Members shall be calculated as follows.

{a) The Owner {excluding Declarant) of each Lot shall have one (1)
vote for each Lot so owned.

{b) Declarant shall have ten (10) votes for each Lot owned by
Declarant.

4.4 Duties of the Assoclation. Subject to and in accordance with this
Declaration, the Association, acting through the Board, shall have and perform each
of the following duties:

(a) To accept conveyance of title 1o the Common Area from the
Declarant

(b) To pay all real and personal property taxes and other taxes and
assessments levied upon or with respect to the common Area and any other property
owned by or leased to the Association, to the extent that such taxes and assessments
are not levied directly upon the Members The Association shall have all nghts granted
by law to contest the legality and the amount of such taxes and assessments

{c) To obtain and maintain in effect policies of insurance which, in
the Board's judgment, are reasonably necessary or appropriate to carry out the
Assoctation functions.

(d) To make, estabhsh and promulgate, and in 1ts discretion to amend
or repeal and re-enact, such Association Bylaws, not in confiict with this Declaration,
as it deems proper covering any and all aspects of 1ts functions.

{e) To keep books and records of the Association's affarrs.

(f) To mamntain, repair, replace, clean, inspect and protect the
Common Area, including alt water quahty control equipment, private streets and joint
use access easements as depicted on the recorded plats of the Subdivision, and private

Subdivision security gates, landscaping, hghting, signage and other improvements
located theremn or thereon.

{g) To maintain, repair, replace and protect the entrance sign to the
Subdvision
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(h) To pay all utiities provided to the Common Area and/or the
entrance to the Subdvision.

{i) To carry out and enforce all duties of the Association set forth in
this Declaration.

)] To pay all expenses incurred by the Architectural Commitiee
and/or the Association

4.5 Powers and Authornity of the Assoclation. The Association shall have
the powers of a Texas non-profit corporation, subject only to such limitations upon the
exercise of such power as are expressly set forth in this Declaration Mt shall turther
have the power to do and perform any and all acts which may be necessary or proper,
for or incidental to, the exercise of any of the express powers granted to 1t by the laws
of Texas or by this Declaration Without in any way miting the generality of the two
preceding sentences, the Association and the Board acting on behalf of the
Association, shall have the power and authority at all times as follows

(a) To levy Assessments as provided in Article 5 below,

(b) To enter at any time in an emergency, or in a non-emergency after
twenty-four (24) hours written notice, without being Liable to any Qwner, upon any Lot
or into any Improvement thereon, for the purpose of enforcing thus Declaration or for
the purpose of maintaining or reparring any area, Improvement or other facility to
conform to this Declaration, and the expense incurred by the Association in connection
with the entry upen any Lot or Improvement and the maintenance and repawr work
conducted thereon shall be a personal obhgation of the Owner of the Lot entered upon,
shall be secured immediately by a lien upon the Lot entered upon and the
Improvements thereon, and shall be enforced in the same manner and to the same
extent as provided in Article 5 hereof for regular and special Assessments. The
Association shall have the power and authority from time to time, in s own name and
on 1ts own behalf, or in the name of and on behalt of any Owner who consents
thereto, to commence and mamntain actions and suits to enforce, by mandatory
injunction or otherwise, or to restrain and enjown, any breach or threatened breach of
this Declaration The Association 1s also authornized o settle claims, enforce hens and
take all such action as it may deem necessary or expedient to enforce this Declaration,
provided, however, that the Board shall never be authonzed to expend any Association
funds for the purpose of bringing suit against Declarant, its agents, contractors,
SUCCESSOrs Of assigns.
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{c) To retain and pay for the services of a Manager to manage and
operate the Association, to the extent deemed advisable by the Board. To the extent
permitted by law, the Association and the Board may delegate any duties, powers and
functions to the Manager The Members hereby release the Association and the
meimbers of the Board from lability for any omission or improper exercise by the
Manager of any such duty, power or function so delegated

(d) To retain and pay for legal and accounting services necessary or
proper in the operation of the Association.

(e} To obtain and pay for any other property and services, and to pay
any other taxes or assessments which the Association or the Board 1s required to
secure or to pay for pursuant to applicable law or the terms of this Declaration

(f) To enter into contracts with Declarant and wrth other persons on
such terms and provisions as the Board shall determine, and to acquire and own, and
1o dispose of all manner of real and personal property, whether by grant, lease, gift or
otherwise,

4.6 Power to Indemnify and to Purchase Indemnity Insurance. The
Association shall indemnify and may reirnburse and/or advance expenses and/or
purchase and maintain insurance or any other arrangement on behalf of any person
who 1s or was a dwector or officer of the Association agawinst any Labiity asserted
against such person and incurred by such person in such a capacity or ansing out of
his status as such a person to the maximum extent permitted by Article 1396 §2.22A
of the Texas Non-Profit Corporation Act, as such Act may from time to time be
amended (without regard, however, to Section Q of such Article with respect to
officers of the Association who are not directors of the Association). Further, the
Association may indemnify and/or remburse and/or advance expenses and/or purchase
and maintain insurance or any other arrangement on behalf of any person, other than
any person who 1s a director of the Association, who 1s or was an officer, employee
or agent of the Association, or 1s or was serving at the request of the Association as
a director, officer, partner, venturer, proprietor, trustee, employee, agent or similar
functionary of another corporation, partnership, joint venture, sole proprietorship,
trustee, employee benefit plan or other enterprise, against any hiability asserted against
such person and incurred by such person in such a capacity or arising out of his status
as such a person, to such extent (or, in the case of officers of the Association, to such
further extent}, consistent with applicable taw, as the Board may from time to time
deterrmine. The provisions of this Section 4.6 shall not be deemed exciusive of any
other rnghts to which any such person may be entitled under any Bylaw, agreement,
imsurance policy, vote of Members or otherwise
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ARTICLE b
ASSESSMENTS

5.1 Assessments.

{a) The Associatton may from time to time levy Assessments agamnst
each Lot, whether or not such Lot 1s improved. The amount of Assessments shall be
equal and uniform among all Lots; provided, however, that no Assessments shall ever
be levied hereunder against Lot 51 or Lot Fifty-five (55}, Block B, LAKEWIND ESTATES
SECTION 3, any Lot owned by Declarant or any Common Area.

{b} Where an Owner's obligation to pay Assessments first anses after
the commencement of the year or other period for which an Assessment was levied,

{(c) Each purchaser of any Lot, by acceptance of a deed therefor, shall
be deemed to covenant to pay to the Association each Assessment levied hereunder
agamnst such Lot, whether or not such covenant shall be expressed in any such deed
or other conveyance Each unpaid Assessment together with interest thereon and
costs and expenses of collection thereof, including, without hmitation, reasonable
attorneys' fees, as hereinafter provided, shall be the personal obligation and debt of
the Owner of the Lot against which the Assessment was levied.

{d) The obligation to pay Assessments levied by the Association
hereunder i1s part of the purchase price of each Lot when sold to an Owner An
express vendor's lien I1s hereby retained to secure the payment of each and every
Assessment levied hereunder, and each such vendor's lien 1s hereby transferred and
assigned to the Association, each such vendor's ltlen to be superior and paramount to
any homestead or other exemption provided by law The Association may enforce the
payment of Assessments in accordance with the provisions of this Article 5

{e) The Assessments shall be used exclusively for the purpose of
promoting the comfort, health, safety and welfare of the Owners, the maintenance and
improvement of the Lots, and for carrying out the purposes of the Assoctation as
stated herein or as otherwise provided In the Articlies of the Association

52 Regular Annual Assessments. Prior to the beginning of each fiscal year
tor the Association, the Board shall estimate the expenses to be incurred by the
Association during such year in performing its functions under this Declaration,
mcluding a reasonable provision for contingencies and approprniate replacement
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reserves, less any expected income and any surplus from the prior vear's fund.
Assessments sufficient to pay such estimated net expenses shall then be levied by the
Assoctation as herein provided, and the amount of such Assessments as determined
by the Board shall be final and binding so long as such determination 1s made in good
faith All such regular Assessments shall be due and payable to the Association at the
beginning of the fiscal year for the Association for which such Assessments are
payable, or durning such fiscal year in equal monthly instaliments on or before the first
day of each month, or in such other manner as the Board may designate in its sole and
absolute discretion

5.3 Special Assessments In addition to the regular Assessments provided
for above, the Association may levy special Assessments whenever in the Board's sole
opinion such special Assessments are necessary to enable the Board to carry out the
functions of the Association under this Declaration The amount of any special
Assessments shall be determined by the Board n 1ts sole discretion and shall be due
and payable in any manner as the Board may designate

54 Owner's Personal Obligation for Payment of Assessments. Each regular
and special Assessment provided for herein shail be the personal and individual debt
of the Owner of the Lot against which such Assessment was levied No Owner, other
than Declarant, may exempt himself from personal hability for such Assessments. In
the event of default in the payment of any Assessment, the Owner of the Lot against
which such Assessment was levied shall be oblhigated to pay interest at the highest
rate allowed by apphcable usury laws then in effect on the amount of the Assessment
from the due date thereof (or If there 1s no such highest rate, then at the rate of two
percent [2%)] per month) together with all costs and expenses of collection, including,
without iimitation, reasonable attorneys' fees.

bb Assessment Lien and Foreclosure

{a) The payment of each unpaid Assessment levied hereunder
together with interest thereon as provided in Section b 4 hereof and the costs and
expenses of collection, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, as heremn provided, 1s
secured by a continuing lien and charge on the Lot against which such Assessment
was levied Such hen for payment of Assessmenis shall bind such Lot in the hands
of the Owner, and such Owner's heirs, devisees, personal representatives, sucCessors
or assigns, and shall be superior to all other liens and charges against such Lot, except
only for tax lens, and all sums unpaid on any first lien Mortgage securing sums
borrowed for the purchase or improvement of such Lot, provided such Mortgage was
recorded in the Official Public Records of Travis County, Texas, before such
Assessment was due. The Association shall have the power, in the Board's sole and
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absolute discretion, to subordinate the aforesaid hien for payment of Assessments to
any other ien Any such subordination shall be signed by an officer of the Association
and recorded in the Official Public Records of Travis County, Texas Upon the written
request of any Beneficiary holding a lien on any Lot that i1s superior to the lien for
payment of Assessments as provided herein, the Association shall report to sad
Beneficiary the amount of any Assessments levied against such Lot remaining unpaid
for a period of more than thirty (30) days after the same are due

{b) To evidence the aforesaid lien for payment of Assessments, the
Association may prepare a written notice of assessment lien setting forth the amount
of the unpaid indebtedness, a description of the Lot encumbered by the lien and the
name of the Owner of such Lot. Such notice shall be signed by one of the officers of
the Association and shall be recorded in the Official Public Records of Travis County,
Texas The aforesaid lien for payment of Assessments shall attach with the prionty
set forth above from the date the payment of such Assessments becomes delinquent
The Association may enforce such lien by the foreclosure sale of the defaulting
Owner's Lot in like manner as a foreclosure of a mortgage or contractual lien on real
property as provided in Section 51 002 of the Texas Property Code, as the same may
be amended or modified, or the Association may institute suit against the Owner
personally obligated to pay the Assessment for monetary damages and/or for the
judicial foreclosure of the aforesaid hien. The Owner of the effected Lot shall be
required to pay all costs and expenses, including, without himitation, reasonable
attorneys' fees, incurred by the Association in connection with any foreclosure
proceeding, whether judicial or non-judicial The Association shall have the power to
bid on any Lot at any foreclosure or other legal sale and to acquire, hold, lease,
mortgage, convey or otherwise deal with the same.

{c) The liens for payment of Assessments provided for herein shall
not be affected or extinguished by the sale or transter of any Lot, whether by judicial
or non-judicial foreclosure sale or otherwise, provided, however, that in the event of
foreclosure of any first hen Mortgage superior to the lien for the delinquent
Assessment, the hen for the delinquent Assessment will be extinguished, and the
delinquent Assessment shall be paid out of the proceeds of such foreclosure sale only
to the extent that funds are available after the satisfaction of the first lien Mortgage
The extinguishing of any lien for payment of Assessments as herein provided will not
relieve any Owner from the obligation to pay Assessments subsequently becoming due
and payable

5.6 Assessment Upon_ Transfer. The Association shall collect an
Assessment of One Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($1,000 00) per Lot from each
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purchaser of a Lot at the time of each closing of such Lot Such Assessment shall be
due and payable on each Lot each time ownership of such Lot 1s transferred

ARTICLE 6
MISCELLANEOUS

6 1 Term. This Declaration, including all of the covenants, conditions and
restrictions hereof, shall continue in force and effect until January 1, 2050, unless
amended as herein provided. After January 1, 2050, this Declaration, including all
such covenants, conditions and restrnictions, shall be automatically extended for
successive periods of ten (10) years each, unless amended or extinguished by a
written instrument executed by the Owners of at least three-fourths {3/4) of the Lots.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Declaration shall remain in force and effect and
shall not terminate for so long as Declarant owns any portion of the Property.

6 2 Amendment

(a) This Declaration may be amended by Declarant alone so long as
Declarant holds at least one (1} Lot in the Association and so long as such amendment
does not affect Lot 51or any of the rights of the Owner of Lot 51 to use, build upon
or access Lot 51. No amendment by Declarant shall be effective until there has been
recorded in the Official Public Records of Travis County, Texas, an instrument
executed and acknowledged by Declarant (and if applicable, by the Owner of Lot 51),
setting forth the amendment, and an instrument executed and acknowledged by the
President and Secretary of the Board certifying that Declarant had the requisite number
of votes set forth above

{b) In addition to the method provided in Section 6.2(a), this
Declaration may be amended by the recording in the Official Public Records of Travis
County, Texas, of an instrument executed and acknowledged by the President and
Secretary of the Association, setting forth the amendment and certifying that such
amendment has been approved by enough other Owners entitled to cast so that the
total number of Owners approving the amendment equal at least eighty percent (80%)
of the number of votes entitled to be cast pursuant to Section 4.3 and so long as such
amendment does not affect Lot 51 or any of the nghts of the Owner of Lot 51 to use,
build upon or access Lot 51 Any amendment to this Declaration affecting the use of,
access to, or construction on Lot 51 in any manner shall require the approval and
joinder of the Owner of Lot 51.

63 No Warranty of Enforceability. While Declarant has no reason to believe
that any of the restrictive covenants or other terms and provisions contained In this
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Declaration are or may be invalid or unenforceable for any reason or to any extent,
Declarant makes no warranty or representation as to the present or future valdity or
enforceability of any such restrictive covenants, terms or provisions. Any Owner
acquiring a Lot in rehance on one or more of such restrictive covenants, terms or
provisions shall assume all risks of the vahdity and enforceability thereof and by
acquiring the Lot agrees to hold Declarant harmiess therefrom

6.4 Notices  Any notice permitted or required to be given by this
Declaration shall be in writing and may be delivered either personally or by mail, If
delivery 1s made by mail, 1t shall be deemed to have been delivered on the third {3rd)
day (other than a Sunday or legal holiday} after a copy of the same has been deposited
in the United States mall, postage prepaid, certified mail, return receipt requested,
addressed to the person at the address given by such person to the Association for the
purposes of service of notices, or to the residence of such person If no address has
been given to the Association Such address may be changed from time to time by
notice In writing given by such person to the Association.

6.5 Interpretation The provisions of this Declaration shall be liberally
construed to effectuate the purposes of creating a uniform plan for the development
and operation of the Subdivision and of promoting and effectuating the fundamental
concepts of the Subdivision set forth in this Declaration. This Declaration shall be
construed and governed under the laws of the State of Texas

66 Exemption of Declarant; Utility Fasements

{a) Notwithstanding anything in this Declaration to the contrary,
neither Declarant nor the owner of Lot 51 shall in any way be subject to the control
of or under the junsdiction of the Board, the Association or the Architectural
Committee. Without in any way hmiting the generality of the preceding sentence, this
Declaration shall not prevent or imit the right of Declarant to excavate and grade, to
construct and alter drainage patterns and facilities, to construct any and all other types
of Improvements, sales and leasing offices and similar facilhities, and to post signs
incidental to construction, sales and leasing anywhere within the Property

(b) Declarant reserves the night to locate, construct, erect and
maintain or cause to be located, constructed, erected and maintained in and on any
areas owned by Declarant sewer and other pipelines, conduits, wires and any
Improvement relating to a public utility function, subject to Section 2 15 hereof, with
the nght of access to the same at any time for the purposes of repair and
maintenance
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6.7 Assignment of Declarant. Notwithstanding anything in this Declaration
to the contrary, Declarant may assign, in whole or in part, any of its privileges,
exemptions, rights and duties under this Declaration to any other person or entity and
may permit the participation, in whole or in part, by any other person or entity in any
of 1its privileges, exemptions, rights and duties hereunder Such assignment shall be
evidenced by a written instrument, executed by Declarant and the assignee, recorded
in the Official Public Records of Travis County, Texas

6.8 Enforcement and Nonwaiver.

(a) Except as otherwise provided herein, any Owner at his own
expense, Declarant or the Board shall have the right to enforce the provisions of this
Declaration. Such right of enforcement shall include both damages for, and injunctive
relief against, the breach or threatened breach of any such provision.

{b) Every act of omission whereby any provision of this Declaration
1s violated, in whole or in part, 1s hereby declared to be a nuisance and may be
enjoined by any Owner (at his own expense), Declarant or the Board

{c) Any wviolation of any federal, state or local law, ordinance or
regulation pertaining to the ownership, occupancy or use of any portion of the Property
1s hereby declared to be a violation of this Declaration and subject to all of the
enforcement procedures set forth herein.

(d) The failure to enforce any provision of this Declaration at any time
shall not constitute a waiver of the nght thereafter to enforce any such provision or
any other provision of this Declaration.

(e) The Association shall have the rnight, when appropniate in its
judgment, to claim and impose a lien upon any Lot or Improvement constructed
thereon in order to enforce any rnight under, or effect compliance with, this Declaration

69 Alternative Dispute Resolution. In the event of any dispute, controversy
or claim between or among Declarant, any Owner or Owners, the Association and/or
the Architectural Committee relating to or arising out of any provision of this
Declaration, the parties to the dispute shall meet In a good faith eftort to resolve the
dispute through negotiations. In the event the parties are unable to resolve the dispute
through negotiations, such matter shall be submitted to and settled by such form of
extra-judicial dispute resolution as the parties may mutually agree. To the fullest
extent allowed by law, this clause shall be specifically enforceable under applicable
laws to mandate the parties’ use of a means of resolving disputes other than formal
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judicial proceedings In the event the parties are unable to agree on another such form
of dispute resolution, any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of any provision of
this Declaration shall be submitted to binding arbitration following these procedures:

(a) The arbitration shall take place in the City of Austin, Travis
County, Texas

(b) Pending the outcome of arbitration, there shall be no changes
made In the language of this Declaration

(c) The arbitration shall be initiated by any party to the dispute, claim
or controversy giving written notice requesting arbitration to the other party or parties
thereto, which notice shall include a precise statement of the matter to be arbitrated

(d) Within five () days of receiving notice of the written request for
arbitration, the receiving party or parties shall designate in writing to the initiating party
the name of an arbitrator who meets the requirements set forth hereinbelow The
initiating party shall have five (5) days to object to the named arbitrator by designating
in writing to the receiving party the name of another arbitrator who meets the
requirements set forth hereinbelow. The receiving party shall have five (5) days to
object to the named arbitrator by giving written notice to the initiating party, in which
case within five (5) days after receipt of the written objection the two previously
nominated arbitrators shall designate an arbitrator by giving written notice of their
choice to the receiving and initiating parties

(e) The arbitrator shall designate the time and place of the hearing
which must occur within thirty (30) days of the arbitrator's selection. The arbitrator
shall give twenty (20} days wnrnitten notice of the hearing to the parties to the dispute,
claim or controversy.

The arbitrator shall make a decision within seven (7) days after the hearing and
communicate that decision in writing to each party who participated in the hearing.

(f) The request for arbitration must be made within a reasonable time
after the dispute, claim or controversy has arisen. In no event may the request for
arbitration be made after the date when institution of legal or equitable proceedings
based on such dispute, claim or controversy would be barred by the applicable statute
of hmitations

{g) Anyone designated as an arbitrator (1)) must be an impartial third
party who has the training or qualifications required by the laws of the State of Texas
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and (1) must not be personally acquainted with any of the parties to the dispute, claim
or controversy.

{h) The arbitrator shall assess such costs against the party or parties
who do not prevalil.

6.10 Construction

(a) The provisions of this Declaration shall be deemed independent
and severable, and the invalidity or partial invalidity of any provision or portion thereof
shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision or portion thereof

(b) Unless the context requires a contrary construction, the singular
shall include the plural and the plural the singular, and the masculine, feminine or
neuter shall each include the masculine, feminine and neuter.

{c) All captions and titles used in this Declaration are intended solely
for convenience of reference and shall not enlarge, lmit or otherwise effect that which
1s set forth In any of the paragraphs, sections or articles hereof.

S. Enforcement of impervious cover restriction. Neither the LWE Board nor the
Architectural Committee has the capability, resources, or legal standing to enforce the
impervious cover limitations imposed upon Lakewind Estates by Deed Restrictions filed in
Volume 13401, Pages 50-56 of the Real Property Records of Travis County, Texas and
pertaining to Lots 1 through 49 of Section 3. The Board, therefore, has rescinded the position
expressed in 17 March 2007 and adopted a policy that compliance of said impervious cover
restrictions will not be considered in our architectural review process.

The following notice will be added in reviewing and approving any future plans that include
impervious cover: The Architectura] Committee cannot comment on whether these plans comply
with deed restrictions of record other than those in the Lakewind Estates Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions, or any amendments thereto. Specifically and without
limitations, the Board and the Architectural Committee makes no representation or judgment as
to compliance with impervious cover deed restrictions. Copies of the above stated impervious
cover Deed Restrictions are available from the Lakewind Estates HOA or the Travis County Real
Property Records section.

According to State of Texas law the HOA must provide a homeowner with a “resale certificate”
within 10 days of his/her request. This certificate must include copies of all the statutorily
required documentation governing this subdivision as follows:

a. All recorded restrictions which include Lakewind Estates Bylaws; Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions and any amendments or rules thereto; and the two
documents discussed herein referring to the impervious cover limitations.

b. Description of any conditions on the owner’s property that the either the HOA Board
or Architectural Committee has actual knowledge that violate any of the above restrictions.
There is no requirement to speculate as to a homeowner’s infraction of any restriction; however,
the Board or the ACC has a legal duty to disclose any known violation on the “resale certificate”.

Note: This amendment reflects the opinions promulgated in a letter dated 9 June 2008
from Connie Heyer of Niemann and Niemann, LLP to Bob Heinrichs regarding interpretation of
Impervious Cover Rules.

TO LAKEWIND ESTATES RULES
DATED 17 MARCH 2007

Pursuant to Article VIl of the Fourth Amendment to Declaration of Covenants, Conditions
and Restrictions and Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and
Restrictions for Lakewind Estates wherein "the Board may assess fines against an Owner
for violations of the restrictions or standards of conduct contained in this Declaration, the
Bylaws or the Rules committed by an Owner, an occupant of the Owner’s dwelling, or the
Owner or occupant's family, guests, employees, contractors, agents, tenants or invitees”,
the Board of Directors hereby modifies and amends Article VIl as follows: (where there
may be a conflict between this Addendum and any portion of Article VIl, Paragraphs 7.1
through 7.7 above, the terms of this Addendum will apply).

A. “Notification Sequence” - The management company is solely responsible
for issuing notices and collecting fines. Any violation of the CCR's, an
amendment thereto, or any ACC directive may result in the following
"Notification Sequence" to be sent via regular U.S. mail; 1, 2 then 3:

1. Friendly reminder

2. Warning followed by a fine

3. Series of fines if the violation continues uncorrected

B. Owners have 14 days from the postmarked date of a notice to correct the
violation, or to negotiate an acceptable remedy with the management company
before a fine is incurred.

C. Fines will be assessed initially at $50.00 for each violation.

D. Fines may continue to be assessed every 14 days in incremental amounts of
$50.00 until corrective action has been taken to the satisfaction of the Board and/or
management company. (i.e. 1st fine-$50.00, 2nd fine- $100.00, 3rd fine-$150.00)
These fines are cumulative.

E. Three “Friendly Reminders” for the same violation within a six-month period will
cause a $50.00 “Fine” to be levied.

F. Barring a satisfactory remedy with either the Board or management company,
the violators may be sued in small claims court for unpaid fines after they reach a
certain level set by the Board.

G. A "Notification Sequence" can be triggered by one of the following:
1. An observed violation by the management company in its capacity acting
as agent for the LWE HOA and the Board, or
2. Referral by a Board member:
a. Based on first hand knowledge of the infraction,




b. Resulting from a LWE homeowner complaint after verification of its
validity,

c. Upon an ACC report of a violation, or.

d. When violations are reported to the Board and/or management
company by outside authorities (i.e., governmental, legal, insurance,
etc.).

H. The Board of Directors will interpret the covenants and is responsible for
determining the meaning of words and definitions as they apply to the community
and to the enforcement of this addendum.

I. All violations may be appealed by filing a written request to the management
company within 30 days from the postmarked date of the notice. Appeals will be
reviewed or hieard within 30 days by the Boaid of Directors.

subdivision, the Board may create additional uses for it as deemed appropriate.

STATUTORY-BASED RULES & REGULATIONS FOR
LAKEWIND ESTATES OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

I. OPENING RECITALS

1.1 Declaration. These Statutory-Based Rules & Regulations for Lakewind Estates Owners
Association, Inc. apply to all real property that is subject to the Lakewind Estates Amended and Restated
Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions, recorded in Document No. 1999108601 in the
Official Public Records of Travis County, Texas, as amended and/or supplemented (the “Declaration™),
such real property constituting the “Lakewind Estates Subdivision.”

1.2 Authority.  The Declaration contains provisions which broadly prohibit modifications,
additions, installations, or improvements to yards and to the exteriors of homes on every lot in the
Property without the prior written approval of the Association’s Board of Directors, an Architectural
Committee, or the Declarant, as the case may be. Certain recently-enacted State laws purport to override
or void any provision in the Declaration that would restrict or prohibit property owners from making
certain changes to their lots and homes related to the installation, placement and/or display of solar panels,
rain barrels, flags and religious displays. Such State laws, however, authorize the Association to adopt and
enforce certain permissible dedicatory instrument provisions that impose certain limited regulations for the
installation, placement and/or display of solar panels, rain barrels, flags and religious displays.

1.3 Construction & Conflict. These Statutory-Based Rules & Regulations are drafted to be
compliant with certain State laws to which they are inferior. Accordingly, the terms and provisions of
these Rules & Regulations are to be liberally construed to give effect to the purposes and intent of the
underlying statutes, and may not be construed as a way to evade the protections, permissions, or
requirements of State law. As a convenience to the Association's leaders, members, and managers, the
pertinent provisions of applicable laws are paraphrased if not restated in these Rules & Regulations. If any
provision of these Rules & Regulations conflict with State law, inaccurately paraphrases State law, or
inadvertently omits an aspect of State law, the corresponding provision in State law controls. In the event
of an apparent conflict between a provision of these Rules & Regulations and a provision in another
Governing Document, an effort must be made to construe the provisions so as to give effect to both, if
such construction is reasonable. Otherwise, the provision in these Rules & Regulations is the higher
authority for the limited purpose for which it is adopted, superseded only by public law. The effect of a
general statement is not limited by the enumeration of specific matters similar to the general.

1.4 Severability. Invalidation of any provision of these Rules & Regulations by judgment or court
order or subsequent statutory enactment does not affect any other provision, which remains in full force
and effect.

1.5 Effective Date. This instrument becomes effective as a Governing Document and a
“Dedicatory instrument” of the Association and the Lakewind Estates Subdivision on the date it is publicly
recorded in the Official Public Records of the county or counties in which all or a portion of the Lakewind
Estates Subdivision is located.

II. STATUTORY-BASED RULES & REGULATIONS

The following Rules & Regulations are hereby adopted as a Governing Document of the Association,
and as a “Dedicatory Instrument” for the Lakewind Estates Subdivision:

A. FLAG REGULATIONS

A-1 Display of Flags. “Permitted Flags” may be flown every day on a property owner’s lot to the full
extent protected by applicable law (such as Texas Property Code Section 202.011 and the federal
““Freedom to Display the American Flag Act of 2005°’), subject only to the requirements of these Flag
Regulations. These Flag Regulations will be construed liberally to protect the right of residents to fly
Permitted Flags.

A-2 Permitted Flags. Only the following flags are considered “Permitted Flags™: the United States
flag ("Old Glory" or "Stars & Stripes"), the Texas state flag ("Lone Star Flag"), and the official or replica
flag of any branch of the United States armed forces. As used in these Flag Regulations, “flag” means
"Permitted Flag” in most contexts.

A-3 Architectural Committee. Property owners are encouraged (but not required, except for illumination)
to apply to the Architectural Committee for confirmation that the proposed flag, flagpole, or flag staff
conforms to the parameters of applicable law and these Flag Regulations. The Association may require an
owner to repair, replace or remove a flag, flagpole, and/or flag apparatus that does not comply with the
requirements of applicable law or these Flag Regulations.

A-4 Size, Number & Location. Permitted Flags up to five feet (5°) in height by eight feet (8’) in width
may be flown or displayed on a property owner’s lot. Up to three Permitted Flags may be flown
simultaneously on a lot. Only one in-ground flagpole up to 20 feet in height may be installed on a lot.
Space permitting, the in-ground flagpole must be located in a fenced portion of a rear or side yard, within
the building setbacks for the lot. A property owner may not install an in-ground flag pole in unfenced
portions of his lot unless there is no available space within a fenced yard on the lot. A flag flown at the
front of the house must be from a flagstaff that is wall-mounted to the first floor facade of the house and
projecting at an angle. An owner may not install or affix a flag display in a common area or within an
Area of Common Responsibility.

A-5 Condition. Both flag and flagpole (or flagstaff) must be maintained in good condition at all times. A
deteriorated flag may not be flown. A deteriorated or structurally unsafe flagpole must be repaired,
replaced, or removed. Mounting apparatus and external halyards must be secured to prevent being a
continual or reoccurring source of noise that is objectionable to residents of nearby lots. An in-ground
flagpole or facade-mounted flagstaff must be constructed of permanent, long-lasting materials, with a
finish appropriate to the materials used in the construction of the flagpole and harmonious with the
dwelling.

A-6 Ordinances. The display of a Permitted Flag, and the location and construction of the supporting
flagpole, must comply with applicable zoning ordinances, easements, and setbacks of record.

A-7 Ilumination. The size, location, direction, and intensity of lights used to illuminate a displayed flag
must be approved by the Architectural Committee.

LAKEWIND ESTATES OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
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A-8 Respect. Above all else, a Permitted Flag must be flown in a respectful manner. In displaying a
Permitted Flag, in addition to the requirements of these Flag Regulations, a resident must substantially
comply with the parts of the referenced guidelines that are appropriate for flag displays in residential
neighborhoods. For the United States flag, the guidelines for respectful manner are in 4 U.S.C. Sections 5-
10. For the Texas flag, the guidelines for respectful manner are in Chapter 3100 of the Texas Government
Code. Reference to the federal and state guidelines in this section is not intended to invoke strict
compliance with every provision in such guidelines, but that such guidelines shall serve as a general
reference for purposes of displaying flags in a respectful manner.

A-9 Severability. If any part of these Flag Regulations is deemed to be unenforceable as to the flag of the
United States under applicable federal law, the rest of this Section will continue to apply to the U.S. flag,
and the unenforceable provision will continue to apply to other types of Permitted Flags.

B. RELIGIOUS DISPLAY REGULATIONS

B-1 Religious Displays. To the extent permitted and protected by applicable law (such as Texas Property
Code Section 202.018), a property owner or resident may display or affix one or more religious items to
the outside surface of the home’s front door or its door frame, provided:

(1) the display is motivated by the owner or resident’s sincere religious belief;,

(2) the display of one or more items does not exceed a collective total size of 25 square inches;
(3) the display does not extend past the outer edge of the front door frame;

(4) the display does not violate a law or threaten public health or safety; and

(5) the display is not patently offensive to a passerby of average sensibilities.

B-2 Limitations. This limited right to display based on religious belief does not extend to any other
feature or modification of an entry door or door frame.

B-3 Self-Help Remedies. In addition to remedies available to the Association for a violation of the
Declaration or other Governing Documents, the Association may exercise self-help remedies to remove a
religious display that violates the Religious Display Regulations.

C. RAIN BARREL REGULATIONS

C-1 Rain Barrels. To the extent permitted and protected by applicable law (Texas Property Code Section
202.007), a property owner may install rain barrels or a rainwater harvesting system on his or her lot,
subject to the requirements of these Rain Barrel Regulations.

C-2 Prohibited Locations. A property owner may not install a rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system
between the front of the home and an adjoining or adjacent street, or in a common area.

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C-3 Architectural Committee. If a rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system is to be located on the side
of a property owner’s house or at any other location on a property owner’s lot that is visible from a street,
another lot, or a common area, prior to installation of such rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system, the
property owner must submit to the Architectural Committee plans and specifications for the rain barrel or
rainwater harvesting system which indicate the size, type, and materials used in the construction of such
rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system. In such circumstance, the Architectural Committee shall have
the authority to regulate the size, type, and shielding of, and the materials used in the construction of the
rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system provided: (a) the regulation does not prohibit the economic
installation of the rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system on the property owner’s lot and (b) there is a
reasonably sufficient area on the property owner’s lot in which to install the rain barrel or rainwater
harvesting system. Such rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system shall also be properly screened so as to
obscure view of the rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system from adjoining property and the street, and
such method of screening, and the proposed screening materials, must also be approved in advance of
installation by the Architectural Committee. No rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system may be
installed on the side of an Owner’s house or at any other location on an Owner’s Lot that is visible from a
street, another lot, or a common area until the required plans and specifications have been reviewed and
approved by the Architectural Committee.

C-4 Other Requirement. All rain barrels or rainwater harvesting systems installed on a property owner’s
lot must be of a color that is consistent with the color scheme of the home constructed on such lot. In
addition, no rain barrel or rainwater harvesting system may display any language or other content that is
not typically displayed by such a barrel or system as it is manufactured.

D. SOLAR PANEL REGULATIONS

D-1 Installation of Solar Panels. To the extent permitted and protected by applicable law (Texas Property
Code Section 202.010), a property owner may install solar energy devices defined by Texas Property Code
Section 202.010 (“Solar Energy Devices™) on the roof or in a fenced yard or patio on his or her lot, subject
to the requirements of these Solar Panel Regulations.

D-2 Architectural Committee Approval. A property owner must apply to the Architectural Committee for
prior written approval of a Solar Energy Device and its proposed location, pursuant to the provisions of the
Declaration or other Governing Documents of the Association. Architectural Committee approval may
not be withheld if the Solar Energy Device meets or exceeds the requirements and limitations of these
Solar Panel Regulations, unless the Architectural Committee determines in writing that placement of the
Solar Energy Device as proposed by the property owner constitutes a condition that substantially interferes
with the use and enjoyment of land by causing unreasonable discomfort or annoyance to persons of
ordinary sensibilities. The written approval of the proposed placement of the Solar Energy Device by all
property owners of adjoining property constitutes prima facie evidence that such a condition does not
exist.

D-3 Yard Installation. A Solar Energy Device may be installed in a fenced yard or patio owned and
maintained by the property owner, provided the Solar Energy Device is not taller than the fence line.

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D-4 Roof Installation. A Solar Energy Device may be installed on the roof of a residential dwelling or
other structure allowed under the Declaration if installed in full compliance with all of the following
requirements:

(1) The Solar Energy Device may not extend higher than or beyond the roofline, the Solar Energy
Device must conform to the slope of the roof, and the top edge of the Solar Energy Device
must be parallel to the roofline;

(2) The color of the Solar Energy Device’s frame, support bracket, and visible piping or wiring
must be a silver, bronze, or black tone commonly available in the marketplace; and

(3) The Solar Energy Device must be installed on a portion of the roof designated by the
Architectural Committee, which should generally be a portion of the roof that is not readily
visible from a street or common area. A property owner may install a Solar Energy Device in
a location on the roof other than the location designated by the Architectural Committee only
if installation of the Solar Energy Device at such alternative location will increase the
estimated annual energy production of the Solar Energy Device by more than ten percent
(10%), as determined by using a publicly available modeling tool provided by the National
Renewable Energy Laboratory.

D-5 Prohibited Installations. A property owner may not install a Solar Energy Device in a common area;
nor may a property owner install a Solar Energy Device in a manner that, as installed, would violate
material warranties. A property owner is also prohibited from installing a Solar Energy Device that has
been held by a court to violate a law or threaten public health or safety.

E. ROOF MATERIAL REGULATIONS

E-1 Roof Material. To the extent permitted and protected by applicable law (Texas Property Code
Section 202.011), roof shingles with the Permitted Features described below may be used on roofs in the
Lakewind Estates Subdivision if such shingles comply with all of the Qualifying Criteria described below,
or - alternatively - if approved by the Architectural Committee.

E-2 Permitted Features. Subject to the Qualifying Criteria below, roof shingles with any of the following
features may be used on roofs of buildings on a lot:

(1) Roof shingles that are designed primarily to be wind
and hail resistant;

(2) Roof shingles that are designed primarily to provide solar
generation capabilities; and

(3) Roof shingles that are designed primarily to be more heating
and cooling efficient than customary composite shingles.

E-3 Qualifying Criteria. Shingles with the Permitted Features described above may be used (without
Architectural Committee approval) only if (when installed) they meet all of the following Qualifying

LAKEWIND ESTATES OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
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Criteria, as compared to roof shingles already authorized for use in the Lakewind Estates Subdivision
under the Declaration (“Authorized Shingles™):

(1) the proposed shingles must be similar in appearance to
Authorized Shingles;

(2) the proposed shingles must be more durable and of equal or
greater quality than Authorized Shingles; and

(3) the proposed shingles must match the aesthetics of the
surrounding homes.

E-4 Architectural Committee. Property owners are encouraged (but not required) to apply to the
Architectural Committee for confirmation that the proposed shingles conform to the Qualifying Criteria.
The Association may require a property owner to remove and replace shingles that do not comply with the
requirements of applicable law or these Roof Material Regulations.

ADOPTION OF RECORDS PRODUCTION AND COPYING POLICY

WHEREAS, Section 209.005(i) of the Texas Property Code (the “Code”) provides that the
Association must adopt a records production and copying policy that prescribes the costs the Association
will charge for the compilation, production, and reproduction of information required by the
Association’s members in accordance with the terms of Section 209.005 of the Code; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to adopt such a records production and copying policy as required
under Section 209.005(i) of the Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board hereby adopts the records production
and copying policy set forth on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

BE IT RESOLVED, FURTHER, that, the Secretary of the Association is hereby authorized and
empowered, in the name and on behalf of the Association, from time to time to do and perform all such
further acts and things and to execute and deliver all such further instruments as he may deem necessary
or advisable to carry out and effectuate the intent and purposes of the foregoing resolutions and of the
actions referred to therein.

LAKEWIND ESTATES OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
RECORDS PRODUCTION AND COPYING POLICY

1. Books and Records subject to Production

Lakewind Estates Owners Association, Inc. (the “Association) will make its books and records,
including financial records, to the extent such books and records are in the possession, custody, or control
of the Association, open to and reasonably available for examination by a member of the Association or a
person designated in a writing signed by the member as the member's agent, attorney, or certified public
accountant, in accordance with Section 209.005 of the Texas Property Code (the “Code”). A member is
also entitled to obtain copies of the information contained in the Association’s books and records.

Except as provided by Section 209.005(d) of the Code, an attorney's files and records relating to
the Association are not records of the Association and are not subject to inspection by a member or
subject to production in a legal proceeding.

In accordance with the provisions of Section 209.005(k) of the Code, and except as otherwise
authorized or required pursuant to Section 209.005(1) of the Code, the Association shall not release or
allow inspection of any books or records that identify the dedicatory instrument violation history of an
individual owner, an owner’s personal financial information, including records of payment or
nonpayment of amounts due to the Association, an owner’s contact information, other than the owner’s
address, or information related to an employee of the Association, including personnel files.

2. Procedures for Requesting Inspection and/or Copying of Associations Records

(A) Request for Information:

To inspect or obtain copies of the Association’s records, a member of the Association or his or
her designated representative (collectively, “Requesting Party”) must submit a written request for
information by certified mail to the Association at its or its designated representative’s mailing address as
reflected on the most current management certificate for the Association.

The written request for information must describe with sufficient detail the Association’s books
and records being requested and contain an election either to inspect the books and records before
obtaining copies or to have the Association forward copies of the requested books and records without
any advance inspection.

(B) Inspection of Association’s Books and Records:

If an advance inspection of the Association’s books and records is requested, within 10 business
days from the date the Association receives the written request for information, the Association will send
to the requesting party a written notice specifying the location and alternative dates that such party may
inspect during normal business hours the requested books and records to the extent those books and
records are in the possession, custody, or control of the Association. The inspection of the requested
books and records shall take place at a mutually agreed upon time during normal business hours.

The alternative inspection dates proposed by the Association will be within 10 business days from
its receipt of a request of information, unless the Association is unable to produce copies of the requested
books and records and make them available for inspection within 10 business days from receipt of the
request for information. In such event, the Association’s written notice to the requesting party will notify
the requesting party that the Association is unable to produce the information within 10 business days
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from the date it received the request for information and it will specify alternative inspection dates that
will occur no later than 15 business days after the date of the Association’s written notice to the
requesting party.

If the requesting party wants to obtain copies of any of the books and records produced for
inspection, the requesting party must identify the books and records at the inspection that the Association

is to copy and forward to the requesting party.

(©) Copying of Association’s Books and Records:

If copies of identified books and records are requested without an advance inspection of such
books and records or are requested following an inspection of such books and records, within 10 business
days from the date the Association receives the written request or the date of the inspection (as
applicable), it will, to the extent such books and records are in its possession, custody, or control, produce
copies of the requested books and records for the requesting party.

If the Association is unable to produce copies of such requested books or records within 10
business days from the written request or inspection, it will provide written notice to the requesting party
of its inability to produce the requested books and records within 10 business days and will state a date by
which such copies of such requested books and records will be produced to the requesting party, which
may not be more than 15 business days after the date of such notice.

The Association reserves the right to produce the requested books and records in hard copy,
electronic form, or any other format reasonably available to it, and the manner of production shall be
determined by the Association in its sole discretion.

3. Responsibility for Records Production and Copying Charges

A member of the Association who, or whose designated representative, submits a request for
information to the Association (the “Requesting Member”) shall be responsible for the costs, expenses
and charges incurred by the Association in responding to such request for information from such member
or his or her designated representative in accordance with the terms of the Texas Administrative Code
Title 1, Section 70.3 (and any amendment, modification, update or increase of such terms) (the
“Production and Copying Charges”). As of the effective date of the adoption of this Records
Production and Copying Policy, the allowable Production and Copying Charges under Texas
Administrative Code Title 1, Section 70.3 are as follows:

(A) Copy Charges:

(i) Standard paper copy. The charge for standard paper copies reproduced by means of an
office machine copier or a computer printer is $.10 per page or part of a page. Each side that
has recorded information is considered a page.

(i) Nonmstandard copy. The charges in this subsection are to cover the materials onto which
information is copied and do not reflect any additional charges, including labor, that may be
associated with a particular request. The charges for nonstandard copies are:

(a) diskette: $1.00;

(b) magnetic tape: actual cost;
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(©) data cartridge: actual cost;

(d) tape cartridge: actual cost;
(e) CD: $1.00;

()  DVD: $3.00;

(2) JAZ drive: actual cost;
(h) other electronic media: actual cost;
() VHS video cassette: $2.50;

)] audio cassette: $1.00;

(k) oversize paper copy: $.50;

1)) specialty paper: actual cost.

(B) Labor Charges:

The charge for labor costs incurred in processing a request for information is $15 an hour. The
labor charge includes the actual time to locate, compile, manipulate data, and reproduce the requested
information.

©) Overhead Charge:

Whenever any labor charge is applicable to a request, the Association may include in the charges
direct and indirect costs, in addition to the specific labor charge. This overhead charge would cover such
costs as depreciation of capital assets, rent, maintenance and repair, utilities, and administrative overhead.
The overhead charge shall be computed at 20% of the charge made to cover any labor costs associated
with a particular request. Example: if one hour of labor is used for a particular request, the formula would
be as follows: labor charge for locating, compiling, and reproducing, $15.00 x .20 = $3.00.

(D) Remote Document Retrieval Charge:

If the Association has a contract with a commercial records storage company, whereby the private
company charges a fee to locate, retrieve, deliver, and return to storage the needed record(s), no additional
labor charge shall be factored in for time spent locating documents at the storage location by the private
company's personnel. If after delivery to the Association, the boxes must still be searched for records that
are responsive to the request, a labor charge may be charged as provided above.

(E) Miscellaneous Supplies:

The actual cost of miscellaneous supplies, such as labels, boxes, and other supplies used to
produce the requested information, may be added to the total charge for public information.

(F) Postal and Shipping Charges:

The Association may add any related postal or shipping expenses which are necessary to transmit
the reproduced information to the requesting party.
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4, Advance Payment of Production and Copying Charges

The Association requires advance payment of the estimated amount of Production and Copying
Charges to be incurred in responding to a request for information, which will be estimated by using the
amounts prescribed by the Records Production and Copying Policy. Within 30 business days from the
date the requested information is delivered to the requesting party, the Association will submit a final
invoice to the Requesting Member for the actual amount of Production and Copying Charges incurred by
the Association in responding to such request for information (“Final Invoice™).

If the estimated amount of Production and Copying Charges exceeds the actual amount of such
charges, as reflected in the Final Invoice, the Requesting Member shall be entitled to a refund of the
excess amount, and the Association will send payment of such excess amount to the Requesting Member
within 30 business days from the date the Final Invoice is sent to the Requesting Member.

If the actual amount of Production and Copying Charges, as reflected in the Final Invoice,
exceeds the estimated amount of such charges, the additional amount of Production and Copying Charges
incurred by the Association must be reimbursed by the Requesting Member within 30 business days from
the date the Final Invoice is sent to the Requesting Member. If the Requesting Member does not timely
reimburse the Association the additional amount of Production and Copying Charges, such amount shall
be added to the Requesting Member’s account as an assessment.
